It may hold stock in other corpo
tions, and its capital stock may be issued
for capital stock in other corporatious, It
may name, appoint and empley such man-
ugers, directors, officers, agents and other
employees as lis business and convenienee
may reguire, and may fix their con
tlon, having due regard to the
character and wvalue of their service. It
may make and establish by '8, rules and
regulations net inconsistent with this
charter or any existing law, fixing or al-
tering the management of its property, the
regulation and government of jrs affairs,
and the manner of the certification and
registrution of its stock. It may wind up
and dissolve itgelf, or be wound up and
digselved in the manoer prescribed by law.
