separate, comfortable waiting rooms, with separate modern toilets, (well
ventilated, heated. and lighted) at the several landings, ticket-sellers and
ticket-takers on hoth sides of the river, ete., etc.,—the passengers being
supposged to be provided with gang-ways separate from the wagon gang-
way, “which shall not be used by foot passengers.” Mr. Verlander took
occasion to say that the ferry owners do not, as spome people think, stay
awake uat nights devising hardships for their patroms, but that on the
contrary, they have been and are always ready to do what real servants
of the people should do—serve the interests of the traveling public, using
their facilities, to the best of their ability.
