ARTICLE XIII.-The first sal meet-
Ing of this Association shall "e held on
the tirst Tuesday in January, 121. at
which meeting the Board tof Directors or
Managers shall select the dates for the fu-
ture regular meetings of the Assoelatioi.

ARTICLE XIV.-The election of officers
and members of the Board of Directors or
Managers of this Association shall takei
place 4 the annual meeting. They shall
be elected by a majority of the bllots cast
by t)e members present, for the term of
one year, or until their successore shall
have been elected.

ARTICLE XV.-Any member failipg to
pay the assessments levied againat him in
accordance with Article XII, wilthin thirty
days from the date of same becoming due.
