Approximately500
American men and
women are stand-
Ing loyally and he-
rolcally at their
posts in Armenia,
Turkey and the
Near East. Many
of them during the
long winter of Iso-
lation are undergo
ing what we in
America call "hard-
ship." But these,

Chrles V. Vickrey our fellow citizens
In the Near East,

are volunteers serving with a high
purpose, and they do not recognise
hardship when they meet it.

They have had their opportunity to
withdraw with honor from the field oa
famine and desolation. They have re-
fused to leave, because they know that
their departure would mean death for
tens of thousands of women and chil-
dren whom their efforts have kept
alive and whom they are determined
to save for a better future.

A dozen cables are on my desk from
various centers in Armenia, Anatolia,
Cllicia and Syria pleading pit4ously
for the lives of hundreds of thousands
who are homeless: "Sixty-five thou-
sand refugees Constantinople alone;"
"Refugees flocking into Aleppo;"
"Twenty thousand refugees at Ismid;"
"One hundred thousand people at
Alexandropol will starve unless relief
to provided;" "Refugees arriving from
Caucasus, escaping persecution, naked,
destitute I Urgent need to save most
of them from death;" "Two hundred
thousand starving between Kars and
Alexandropol Severe winter adding
to distress."

Above all towers the mute appeal of
the more than 100,000 little children,
orphaned, homeless, whom these Amer-
lean relief workers have saved and
whom we here at home must sustain
not only through the winter and
spring, but through the summer and
autumn as well. I we do not provide,
they perish I And with them dies the
hope of a New Near East.
The Easter season is here-the sea-

son that commemorates the Great Sac-
rifes for mankind. America is known
as a Christian nation. She is also the
wealthiest nation that history has ever
known.

Can we really enjoy our wealth and
dclaim the name of Christian if we turn
a deaf ear to the appeal which General
Leonard Wood, in behalf of the Near
East Relief, has sent forth broadcast

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DECISION OF LOUISIANA RAILROAI)
The history of these proceedings is set forth in

our Order of February 26, 1921. In our opinion
in that case we discussed the salient points as de-
veloped in the evidence taken before the Commission
December 15th, 16th, and 17th, 1920; and February
24th, 25th, and 26th, 1921. This evidence covers
a total of about 700 pages of oral testimony, and
includes some 89 exhibits. Among the exhibits are
Included detailed analyses of the various accounts
of the telephone company, kept in accordance with
the accounting rules of the Interstate Commerce
Commission; copies of its contract with the American
telephone and Telegraph Company and the Western
Electric Company, and comprehensive explanation of
all of the elements which are to be considered in
cases of this character.

Protestants, the City of New Orleans and others,
allege that they are entitled to a second rehearing
because they did not have sufficient opportunity
to prepare their cases properly and to secure neces-
sary material evidence.

The case is an ex parte application filed by the
Cumberland Telephone and Telegraph Company for
authority to advance its exchange rates at various
exchanges in the State of Louisiana. The Com-
mission in suoh oases hears any party interested in
the proceedings may be present, and receives com-
munications from those unable to personally present
their views considering such communications as
arguments for or against the issues involved. This
has been its ractice for twenty years. General
notice of the harings which were held in Baton
RIouge, Louisiana, in December, 1920, and February,
1921, was given to each city where there was an
exchange, by mailing copies of the notices of the
hearing, together with pamphlets containing the
proposed rates to the city authorities, commercial
organizations, and all other parties who had filed
protests, and by giving general notice of the hearing
through the press. This same procedure has been
followed in substantially all important cases before
us.

There were a number of appearances at the
December and February hearings, from various parts
of the state, and these parties took part in the
hearings; and the City Attorney and Assistant City
Attorney for the City of New Orleans, conducted an
elaborate aross-examination in December, 1920, and
February, 1921, of the witnesses of the telephone
company, who were also cross-examined by many of
the others present. Statements were placed in the
roord by others present, outlining their views. A
witness was introduced on behalf of the protestants
against the raise, who was examined at length.

At the close of the hearing on December 17
1900, the parties were notified that the case would
be held open until December 81, 1920, to permit
dsaone who desired to do so to file briefs. The

base was held open and no briefs were filed- so
that on January 1, 1921, the case had been submitted
to the Commission.

The Commission met in regular session in
Baton Rouge on the 25th of January, 1921, and con-
sidered the appliaetion of the telephone company,
which had been submitted on an elaborate record,
consisting of 835 pages of oral testimony and
