made a special plea that all idle acres

should produce either farm or timber

rops. An important point brotg:t
uet was the fact that the lumbermen
t Louisiana are g!adly cooperating

with forestry, as once upon a time

their ideas were all destructive log
ging, but through the rapid depletion
of timber realize that now a plan
o constructive forertry is essential
for the future. On the subject of fire,
Major Lee emphasized the fact that

they not only kill young timber but

rein the succulent grasses of the range,
the fertility of the soil, and endanger
the improvements of farms adjacent to

tis cut-over lands. He closed his ad-
dress with the plea that the farmers
lave more such meetings not only for
their social benefit but also to inter-
change ideas for stccessful farming
9a forestry.

Mr. J. K. Johnson made the response
i1 the address of welcome in behalf of
the citizens of Washington Parish. He
described briefly the reforestration
plas of the Great Southern Lumber
Company and asked for the coopers-
ds of all citizens. He wound up with
a statement that if this company's ex
perimelnt were suacessful, not only
weuld the Great Southern Lumber
Oaagpny benefit by them but also ev-

ry citizse in that community would
aih either directly or indirectly. He
alo offered free range to the local cit.
