Parish of Orleans. ('ity of New s
Orleans. itHe it known that on this 20th t
daly of the month of December in the 5
year of our Lord. Nineteen Ilundred and a
twenty-one. before ile Warren V. Miller. t
a duly commissioned. qualified and acting
Notary 'ublic, in and for the Parish of a
Orleans. State of Lonislana. and in the I
presence of the hereinafter named and t
undersigned witnesses, personally ennla I
and apleared the several persons whose t
names are hereunto subscribed and sev-
erally declared that availing themselves
and those they represent as well as those
whoi may hereinafter beoname asosolated I
with them of the general laws of the I
State of Louislana, lin sbch cases made
and provided. they have formed and or- t
themn.ives as well as those they repre-
sent and such others as may hereafter t
b.ernnme associated with themn. nto a cor-
poration and body politic in law. for f
the object and purposes in the followingr
articles set forth "and expressed, which
they adopt as their charter.

ARTICLE I.-The name and title of this
corporation is and shall be "Barnes and I
Siren Incorporated." and it shall exist
and 'enjoy successlon by its cororate a
name for a period of Ninety-nine (95)
years from the date hereof, with all the
rights., privileges and powers now or a
hereafter conferred by law upon trading I

corporations. Its domicile shall be in
the ('ity of New Orleans and all citations
and legal services shall be made upon the
President. and in the event of his inability U

to act. etc.. upon the Vice President or
Secretary, in the order named. t

ARTICLE II.-The capital stock of this
Corporation is hereby fixed at the sumi
of Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00) all
of which shall be divided into and rep- I
resented by One Hundred (100) shares of
the par value of One Hundred Dollars
($100.00) each.
