INOORPORATED).

United States of Amneria,. State of
Louisiaina, Parish of (Orleans. City of
New Orleans. Be it known, that on this
10th day of the month of MSay. in the
year of our Lord, nlineteen hundred and
tweInty-two. Iefore. Inc., Warren V. Miller.
a duly comnmissiioned. qualified and act-
ing Notary I'ublkc, in and for the Parish
of Orleans, State of Louisiana. and in
the presence of the' hereinafter named
and undersigned witnesses, personally
came and appeared the, several persons
whose names are hereunto subscribed
and severally declared that availing
themselves and those they represent as
well as those who may hereinafter be-
come assoelated with them of the general
laws of the State of I.uisiana.. in such
cases made and provided, they have formed
and organized, and by these presents
form themselves, as well as those they
represent and such others as may here-
after become associated with them, into
a corporation and body politic in law, for
the object and purposes in the following
artliles set forth and expressed, which
they adopt as their charter.

ARTICLE I- The name and title of
this corporation is and shall be William
J. Oberle, Incorporated. and It shall
exist and enjoy succession by its cor-
porate name for a period of Ninety-nine
(99) years from the date hereof, with all
the rights, privileges and powers now or
hereafter conferred by law upon trading
corporations. Its domicile shall be in
the city of New Orleans and all citations
and legal services shall be made upon
the president. and in the event of his
inability to act, etc., upon the vice-presi-
dent and secretary. In the order named.

ARTICLE II-The capital stock of this
corporation is hereby fixed at the sum
of Five Thousand (05.000.00) Dollars, all
of which shall be divided into and repre-
sented by Five Hundred (500) shares of
the par value of Ten Dollars ($10.00)
each; stock may be paid for in money.
in services rendered the corporation, or
in property regularly transferred to the
corporation, all as shall be determined
by the board of directors.

ARTICLE III-The objects and pur-
poses of this corporation and for which
it is organized are hereby declared to be
to acquire and afterwards conduct and
manlatain the business of the late William
J. Oberle of New Orleans. Louisiana from
