Big Demand For Low
Grade Stocks At Mill

And Supply Low

General lumber conditions in
Bogalusa seem to be on the upward
trend in all branches. Internior
business is opening up strong, and
many inauiries are being received
by the mills in the Ozone Belt gas
well as rush orders. This applies
particulary to low grade stocks, such
as No. 2 Flooring and Shiplap.
These stocks are, and have been low
at the mills.

From advices received from
northern customers and connections
of the mills in this tefritory, it
would appear that retail yards, now
that spring has opened up, are mov-
ing very satisfactory amounts of
stock which will have to be replaced
in the very near future. As thei
mill inventories have not been in-
creased, to any large extent, it would
appear that lumber prices must
necessarily advance during the
month of April. In some of the
smaller cities, soliciting country
trade, authentic imformation has
been received that they are estimat-
ing on an amount of spring business
which is above nornial.

Structural timbers are also in
good demand, and the railroads
while not doing active buying, are
placing orders conservatively and a
good deal of business has been
placed with the mills this past week.

Mr. G. A. Townsend, General Sales
Manager of the Great Southern
Lumber Company, has just returned
from a business trip in the North
and East, and reports an improve-
4nent in conditions and that the
geaeral outlook for business is very
en(iraging.

DIY DATE Or EASTER

SHANBE EACH YEAR
Can Conie :As Early As

Mar. 22 Or Late As
April25

Inasmuch as Easter may come as
early as March 22 or as late as
April 25 the time of Lent varies
accordingly. This year Easter falls
on April 4. Next year it will not

!come until April 23.
From both a religious and an as-

tronomical point;of view it is some;
thing of an anonialy that, although
the anniversary' o Christ's death
may fall on any one of thirty-five
dates, the anniversary of his birth
is always on the same. This is be-
cause of our having adopted the
solar year as the blasis of our calen-
dar; we, at the same time, cling to
the lunar year merely to establish
one date.

It is a mystery why, when, the
date of Christ's birth was fixed as
Dec. 25, some dates in April ere
not at the same time settled upon
as those of his death and resurrec-
tion. That would have been logical
and would have banished from the
calendar a lunar cycle that has long
been abandoned by all civilized
people.

Basing their calculations upon
the assumption that Christ was
crucified on the 14th day of March,
moon astronomers tell us that His
deathwas probably on April 7 of
the year 30 of the Christian era.
The first Sunday after April 7 would
therefore appear to be a consistent
date to fix as Easter for every year.

The Julian calendar being still in
use in Russia and Greece, their
dates are now twelve days different
from ours.

The fixing of a definite date for
Easter *9uld require a decree from
the Pope, but there is no doubt
tWit thet Protesi#t churches would
quicklyfolow the Roman Catholic
world in adoptin.it That would be
all that would ibe necessary, as
Easter is a purely religious feast.
