As he entered the
front door he fired a shot - gun at
Leb Applewhite which resulted in b
instant death. The negress then
ran from the house but later was b
overtaken by Moore on the street,
who fired at close range, the full ii
load taking effect in the back in-
flicting a ghastly wound which
caused instantaneous death. After
Moore had finished his fiendish
work he threw the gun at her body
and then proceeded to make his es-
cape which was •successful, at the
time of going to press.
