Dear Mr. Sullivan: col

For some time I have made some

observations relative to the prison- gel
ers sentenced by the City Court, and ms
have had in view some method by cle
which the greatest amount of work lai
might be derived from these prison- Tl
ers at the least possible expense to wi
the city, and at the same time, the re,
idea of some reward or credit for th
meritorious work and good behavi- pu
or. This subject is so closely con- we
nected with my official duties that
I feel constrained to give you a sug-
gestion which has occured to me
relative to this matter. I have al-
ready discussed the subject with M
the Chief of Police, and he approves be
of the suggestion; however, it might ev
be nece 3sary to have some action do
of the Commission Council to put dE
the plan in p-actical operation. ra

It is this, in all cases where pris- pl
one's are serving a sentence, if rules til
and regulations could be adopted
whereby each prisoner is given ,

11 credit for good behavior to be based of
1 on his good work, obedience and tl

general conduct during his imprison-

;o ment, for instance, if his work is
g8 good, and he shows a disposition to

conduct himself properly and gives
the least trouble, then give him a
3 commutation of his sentence. For b'
instance, if his sentence is thirty
5 days, and his general average is say, a
3 one hundred, then allow him credit
for five or ten days, etc. The police T
department could easily keep a Y
daily record of the behavior of the
prisoners on the streets. This is to u
be bassed on a method of computa- 1
tion prescribed by ordinance of the S
