IpeinaU which is the mllost exten!sive
fortn of slavery Ipracticed here; with
many others it wiill ie note,d it is the
barter and sale of human ,bines by
one person to auntlher who holds
such person so sold to him in abso-
lute subjutation and they perform
duties and labor for him without com-
pensation further than scanty cloth-
ing and, in many instances, indiffer-
ent food."

One investigator made this report:
"My observation has been that the

largest percentage of real slavery ex-
ists in those provinces adjacent to or
in part inhabited by hill tribes or so-
called non-Christians. I myself have
known of several instances where
children have been purchased from
the hill tribes and believe that a
house to house canvass of the ser-
vants of the well-to-do class of Fili-
pinos and a proper inquiry into their
status will show that a large number
of them are actually owned, having
been acquired by purchase.

"There is a considerable traffic in
girls. I personally have had a num-
ber of offers of this kind and it is a
generally known fact that a large per-
centage of Chinese who have Filipino
wives actually bouzht them at a stipu-
lated price. A recent instance in
which I was offered boys andt girls for
the small amount of twenty pesos,
thirty pesos and forty pesos, was in
August of last year at Cebu. Peonage
exists in all parts of the islands and
in many instances amounts to slav-
ery."

Bay City, Tex.-County Tax Asses
sor Joseph Daniel Moore has corn-m
pleted and forwarded to the controll-
er's office at Austin the tax rolls of
Matagorda County. The rolls show a
valuation in excess of $16,000,000, an
increase over last year of nearly a
million dollars.

Water Front Strike Settled.
Galveston, Tex. - The Galveston

water front strike was brought to a
close Saturday, when the assembled
local unions, whose members make
their living on the wharves, voted
unanimously to accept the proposition
that the Lone Star Cotton Jammers,
an Independent negro cotton screw-
men's organization, affiliate with the
International Longshoremen's Asso-
ciation under separate charter. The
strike during the past two weeks has
involved approximately 3,500 long-
shoremen, white and colored cotton
screwmen, and draymen along the
Galveston water front.

Many Silos Built at El Campo.
El Campo, Tex.-More than one hun.

dred and fifty silos have been sold
through agencies at El Campo and
have been built in this immediate vi-
cinity. Many farmers are using them
to preserve the corn stalks that failed
to mature because of dry weather this
season.

20,000-Acre Land Deal.

000 acres of land by the Browne estate
of Brownsville to a colonization firm.

in the world can not llake such aIps-
tie, prophet, t. vangelist. pastor tr
teacher. They have tried to mIake
them and have turned out graduates
that looked and acted like themlI., pe'r-
haps, but they were not thel real thing.
and the church has sufftertd by the
impositionl. A true apostlb, prophet,
evangelist, pastor or teacher is the
gift of the Great Head of the Church
in his body. Hie is a Spirit-taught and
Spirit-endowed man, and when the
church sees or hears such an one it
recognizes his divine comnmission
whether he has the imprimatur of a
school or not.

What Ministers Are For.
Now, specifically, what are these

"gifts" bestowed upon the church for?
The answe- of the text verse is, "'For
the perfecting of the saints," which
means all true believers, for every be-
liever on the Lord Jesus Christ be-
comes a saint the moment he so be-
lieves. Lut when the saints are thus
"perfected," enlightened, strengthened
in the knowledge of the Lord, what
are they to do? The answer is to
engage in the "work of ministering
for the edifying (building up) of the
body of Christ." (Verse 12i.)

Here comes in the question of Chris-
tian vocations for young people who
may not have the gift of apostles,
prophets, evangelists, pastors or teach-
ers. There is a work of ministering
for them to do nevertheless, when
they are "perfected" for it by those
who have been truly set apart for that
task.

W\hat is the nature of this work? If
the student output of the Moody Blible
institute may be taken as a criterion,
there is a wide variety in it. We have
been taking a census of 8.000 to 9.000
young men and women who have pass-
ed through our hands, and have found
that some are pastors or assistant
pastors, and some are wives of pas-
tors, for the last named is a calling
for which Christian young women
need a distinct training. Some are
evangelists or evangelistic singers,
both men and women; some are home
missionaries; some are teachers in
Young Men's and Young Women's
Christian associations; some are su-
perintendents of missions and hos-
pitals; some are matrons, deaconesses
and nurses, while still others have
simply gone into commercial or pro-
tessional pursuits, and, in the case
of women, are occupied in home du-
tles.

Every "Joint" of Value.
This brings us to the closing words

of Paul on this topic, in verse 16,
where, keeping up the figure of the
church being the body of Christ. he
says, "From whom the whole body fit-
ly Joined and compacted by that which
every join supplieth . . . maketh
increase of the body." In other words.
every single joint in this spiritual or-
ganism is of value to the whole, which
means that not one of us Christians
can be spared in the exercises of our
vocation whatever or wherever it may
be. The smallest visible joint in the
human body may be that of the little
finger. It seems of comparatively lit*
tie worth, but let it get "out of joint"
for a while, and what happens? The
whole body soon becomes aware of it,
and in time may be "put out of com
mission" because of it. So you and 1
may have a small opinion of ourselves
in the organism of Christ's spiritual
body, and from one point of view it
is becoming that we should, neverthe
leuss it is necessary that we do our
part or else "all the members suffer."
We may not be apostles, evangelists,
prophets, pastors or teachers, but we
are that which is represented by a
"joint." and need to be always In
union with the Head, and with the
other members of the body if the
whole shall be profited and increased.

The vital question, however, is that
suggested at the beginning, are you
Included In the word "US?" It is
not enough to live in a Christian land,
not enough to be a chubrch member.
