
NOW OUT OF USE
Fine Old Words That No Longer

Are Heard.

"Pernickety" Has Become Obsolete,
With Many Other Colloqualims--

Expreesione Gave Zest to
Conversation.

Our foretathers brought from Eng-
land a number of colloquial expres-
sions and pithy phrases which they did
not fail to use on proper occasions.
.:"any of these have gone out of use
-r are heard so rarely that they are
tarked 'obsol-te" in the dictionaries.
The irn'nelfs inlcrease of reading.
which ie.,d to b:- contiued to the Bible
and "l'ilgrirn's P'rogress," has brought
the everyday .speech of New England-
ers to a dull uniformity ixcept per-
haps in remote districts.

It is calculated that every person
reads on the average 3.000 words a
:ay, and this can hardly fall to influ-
eOteC his vocabulary toward what is
considered proper in print and the dis-
use of words essentially colloquial.

We rarely hear the old words de-
scribing personal appearance or man-
nor, like "biggety." "uppety," "meech-
ing" and the like: nor that excellent
word. "pernickety." used by one wom-
an to indicate the manner of another
who was a little snappish and particu-
lar about trifles. "Pernickety" disap-
peared with hundreds of other words
about the time that the last passenger

'pigeon left New England. How much
more expressive it is than the normal
school teacher's equivalent. "suffering
from nervous depression."

"Peart." entirely distinct from pert
and implying no egotism. is not entire-
ty out of use. "Trapse" is occasionally
heard, but an equally strong verb. to
"scrooge," meaning to crowd or press.
Is substantially obsolete. Proverbial
expressions like dark as a pocket."
to run "like sixty." or he "Is not all
there." have a more tenacious life
than the old vernacular words, but
they, except in the mouths of persons
fond of odd expressions, are used less
that. formrrly.

Mirs. S:owe had a full command of
these expressive folk words, and her
S;otn Iaw son u-,"d them with excellent
effect. Rose Terry Cooke was a oast
mistress of New England colloquisms
and never failed to appropriate one
that she heard. Walter Scott, of
course, was unmatched in rendering
the Scottish vernacular, which, indeed,
was his mother tongue.

But modern writers who try to pot
on paper the speech of pioneers or
western miners and cowboys fall to
catch the spirit of vernacular speech.
They make it all slang and artificial
distortions, and bring In oddities, some
of which may be funny, but are entire-
ly forced and unnatural. The bad ex-
ample was set by Bret Harte, whose

-Californians talk in a dialect never
used by frontiersmen, because plain
men are never affected in language.
Our own Mark Twain followed Bret
Harte In this regard, though his dia-
lect is far more like human speech.

To hit it exactly a writer would
have to invent a lifelike character, be-
-ause peculiarities of speech are based
on character. But to invent a charac-
ter and give it the attributes of life
is the task of genius, so it is not to be
wondered at that most modern dialect
writing is artificial and depends on
grotesque spelling. But the strength
-of vernacular talk lies in the words
more than in the pronunciation.

To return to the point, it seems a
pity that so many of our old New
England words are passing into ob-
livion. They put things right before
the mind and gave a sest to talk it
misses In the mouth of the college
professor. You cannot combine the
old force and modern correctness.

Machinery for Siberian Peasants.

HEMLOCK IS DEADLY
Water Species Most Poisonous

Plant of Temperate Zone.

SHowever, Its Tops and Seeds in Hay
Will Not Harm Cattle, as the

Roots Contain Most of
the Poison.

Washington.-Although the roots of
the plant known as the "water hem-
lock" contain a deadly poison, its
tops and seeds in hay will not harm
cattle, according to scientists of the
United States department of agricul-
ture. These scientists, whose special-
ty it is to investigate plants from
which drugs and poisons are taken,
have been compiling data on this
plant, which is ( ne of the most deadly
known in America. The department
has just issued a bulletin No. *;V
containing a comprehensiv. statement
of these expe*riments and entitl-d
"c'icuta or Water HtmnloKk."

Itesides its scientific name "('i.uta"
and its more popular name "water
hemlock," the plant is known in vari-
ous localities as "cowbane," "wild
parsley." "snakeroot." •spotted hem-
lock," "snakeweed" and "beaver
poison." In New Mlexico it has been
known as "pecos." The plant has
also popular German names, as it is
found in Germany.

The plants grow in wet places such
as swamps and irrigating ditches in
nearly all of our northern and west-
ern states. When the root of the plant
is cut open drops of an aromatic oil
are seen. These give the root a pe-
culiar odor and are popularly thought
to be the source of the poison. The
poison is indeed in the root, but is
secreted in the form of a resin which
is distinct from the oil. Although the
poison is most deadly, the fact that it
is confined to the roots rather than
extending to the tops and seeds ac-
counts for the fact that it causes but
comparatively few deaths. The total
loss from such weeds as "loco" and
"larkspur" is much greater.

There have been relatively few hu-
man beings poisoned by this weed in
America. Most of those afflicted have
been children who have been poisoned
in the spring, when the dangerous ele-
ment in the plant seems most active.
Cases of such poison are recorded in
Maine, New Hampshire. Massachu-
setts., New York, New Jersey. Pennsyl-
vania, South Carolina, Oiio, Kentucky,
Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, Wisconsin,
Minnesota, Iowa, North and South
Dakota, Arisona, Nevada and Utah.
The total number is very small, five
cases for Instance, having been report-
ed in one year in Montana, of which
four were fatal.

Cases of cattle poisoned in this
country have been noted in Washing-
ton, Oregon, California, Arizona and
North Dakota. Individual owners of
stock have . occalonally lost very
heavily. One man in Oregon esti-
mated the loss in his immediate neigh-
borbood for one year at ten per cent.
Another estimates the average annual
loss in Oregon at 100 head. The loss
of 30 head of cattle and 80 sheep
was reported one year in Montana.
The losses are of course inconsider-
able, compared with losses from other
causes.

It is usually assumed that a plant
containing an element having such a
pronounced effect on the human or-
ganism has useful medicinal proper-
ties. Much attention has been given,
to the violent poison of water hem-
lock. It has been known in Europe
since the middle of the sixteenth cen-
tury and has been tried as a remedy
for various diasases with various ef-
fects. In Norway it has been used
for gout. It has even been used as
a poultice for local pains. American
Indians, when tired of life, are said
to have poisoned themselves with it.

The dangers that accompany its use
may be drawn from the following de
scription of the results of water hem-
lock poisoning: There is first a pain,
particularly in the stomach, but it may
be general in pharacter. Nausea is
sometimes followed by violent vomlt-
ing or spasmodic attempts to vomit
without result. Dilted pupils, diar-
rhea, labored breathing, trothing at
the mouth and gnuhlng of the teeth,
are other symptoms. Convulsions may
be followed by unconsciousness or
dseath. The symptoms in the lower
animals are like those hi man, except
that they are less marked. Only a
small quautity of the poison is nee-,esary to produce death with all its

attendant agonies.

The symptoms uas described above
are quite different from those pro-
duced by the drug plant called hem-
lock, with which the ancient Greeks
were familiar. 'A description of the
death of Socrates from the Greek
hemlock poison is given in great de-
tail by Plato. The Greeks used this
poison to do away with criminals; it
was also used by suicides. The
"water hemlock" of more temperate
regions was probably given Its name
merely because it resembled the
.:reek plant in being deadly poison-
ous. There is no actual relation be-
tween the two plants.

\s patients have usually recovered
when attempts to vomit were success-
ful. the logical remedy is considered
by sc',ntists to be an emetic If this
is given promptly with the first symp-
toms a favorable recovery may be
expected. The emetic is logically fol-
lowed by a cathartic to rid the body
completely of the dangerous principle.
When convulsions are violent some
form of opium may be given to con-

be placed upon the emetic. This has
been the treatment used throughout
the whole history of poisoning from
this plant.

LAttle can be accompli~hed for pot-
soned live stock, as the convulsions
are so violent that it is difficult to
give any remedy. Hypodermic injec-
tions of morphine to control the con-
vulsions have been recommended by
certain authorities, who advise giving
sheep one and one-half grains, and
the cattle and horses three to ten
grains.

I:ucker':: viie\ s ere gii ,n
upon the admltntitration of public
health laws, but maltny p oublictficiials
hill be willing to let t hemt al ply to all

laws which are poorly enfori-.'d.
Speaking of the factors upon which
thet efficiency of public health adniin-

Istration depends, D)r. Rucker says:
"One of the most useful things which

could be done in furthering the
cause of public heltlh would be a re-
vision of the sanitary law, and the
repeal of laws which are impractical
of administration, or which, if admin-
istered, would defeat the purpose for
which they were enacted. It may be
argued that this would be a tearing
down rather than an upbuilding proc-
ess, and that, in repealing these de-
fective laws, nothing would be placed
in their stead.

"In the great mass of sanitary leg-
islation at present to be found on our
statute books there is one noticeable
omission. Few of the states have an
e-fficient law for the collection of mor-
bidity statistics. We have been mar-
velously illogical with regard to our
vital statistics. We have collected
data upon births, marriazes and
deaths, none of which conditions is
particularly dangerous to the public
health, and have almost entirely lost
sight of the sick man. who is the point
from which most humani diseases are
disseminated.

"Once a person is dead his danger-
ousness is lost. and so far as prac-
tical he is an almost negligible fac-
tor. It is the living carrier of dis-
ease which is dangerous. Morbidity
reports, particularly of the communi-
cable diseases, show the location of
cases which constitute focl from which
disease may be spread to the well. The
collection of morbidity reports thus
makes it possible to know where to
take the proper precautions for the
protection of persons who may be ex-
posed to a given disease, and there-
fore acts as a prophylactic measure
for the community at large.

"This has an intensely practical
bearing, because it not only makes it
possible to prevent the spread of dis-
ease, but also enables this to be done
at the minimum expense and with the
minimum of effort. This is efficiency
in its highest phase. There is also
a humanitarian aspect of the question.
The knowledge of the occurrence of
disease makes It possible to see that
the sick receive proper treatment. not
only from a preventie, but also from
a curative standpoint. "

By Illiteracy. grace which can

be very quickly
eliminated," declared a unanimous re-
port recently from the house educa-
tion committee on the Lever bill to in-
vestigate illiteracy. The bill, which
carries no appropriation, authorizes
the commissioner of education to co-
operate, in a concerted movement in-
volving field and clerical service, with
the states, individuals and associations
to "obliterate the stain and reproach
of Illiteracy."

Commissioner Claxton of the fed-
eral bureau of education has ex-
pressed the belief that illiteracy could
be cut to a fraction of one per cent.
and Representative Towner of Iowa in
submitting the committee report, pre-
dbicted it would be accomplished with
little delay.

The report of the commissioner
shows the number of Illiterates in the
United States to be 3.184.954 whites

ten years old or more at the census
of 1910, exceeding the population of
the country in 1800. The distribution

ranges from 17 per 1,000 people in
lowa to 290 per 1.000 in Louisiana. In
the South, the report adds, the per-
centage is highest in the rural di-
trctets, and in the North it Is highest
in the cities. Boston has 24,468 illit-
erates over ten years old.

"There are 2,273,603 illiterate males
of twenty-one years and over in the
United States," It pointed out, "or
enough to determine any national elec-
tion at any period of United States
history" France. by quick, concerted
action, reduced its number of adult
illiterates from 45 In 100 to 5 in 100,
the report adds.
