INCREASE IN ALFALFA CROPS

Larger Yields &curad by Oregon and
Washington Farmers by Appli-
cation of Sulphur.

Farmers in Oregon and Washington
have greatly Increased their alfulfa
eropg hy the application of sulphur.
This practice is based upon the re-
anlte of Investigatlons by the experl-
ment stations In these states as well
as upon demonstrations of the use of
sulphur on alfalfa conducted by the
eounty agricultural agents In co-opera-
tlon with specinlists from the agrieul-
tural college.  In Deschute county last
year 280 tons of sulphur were naed,
at n total eost of a lttle more than
£14,00, and the Increased vield, reck-
oned at $20 a ton, Was £120000, In
Jackson county 27T tons, costing
about $12.000, are estlmated to have
inereased the yleld $110.000. In Kia-
math county 98 tons, costing £6.400,
gave an estimated Inerease of F40,000,
reckoning alfalfa at $15 a ton. Dem-
anstrations in Josephine, Wallowa and
Wasen counties glve a simllar ratio
of results, The first experiments In

GUTTERS KEEP CELLARS DRY

Cement Ditches Carry Water From
House Far Enough to Prevent
Injury by Seepage.

A few homemade cement guiters will
drain away the water from the gutter
pipes and help keep a cellar dry. The
eement diteh can be 8 Inches wide, 2
inches thick and widened at the recefv-
ing end to resemble a shallow platter,
gavs the United States Department of
Agriculture. It should be sufficlently
long ta carry the water from the gut-
ter pipe far enough from the house
foundation to prevent seepage. If the
work Is set flush with the ground It
offers no hindrance to passing feet or
to the lawn Mower.
