AN ORDINANCE
Atcadlia, La., Oct. 18, 1919

An ordinance correcting and fixing
the date of the certain Twenty Thou- -
sand ($20,000) Dollars of Electiic .

Light and Waterworks Bonds of the
Town of Arcadia, the issuance of which
has been heretofore provided for under
ordinances adpoted on July 14 1919
and August 5, 1919.

BE IT OItDAINED, by the Mayor
and Board of Aldermen of the Town
of Arcadia, State of Louisiana, that the
date of the issue of bonds In the sum
of Twenty Thousand ($20,000) Dollars
for the purpose of purchasing and con-
structing a waterworks and electric

light system in and for the Town of
Arcadia, State of Louisiana be and is
hereby fixed as 'August 1, 1919, instead
of February 1, 1919, as same appears
in the form of bond adopted as a pars
of the ordinance of August 5, 1919, pro-
viding for the issuance of said bonds;
and that this ordinance is adopted sole-

ly for the purpose of correcting a typo-
graphical error in the form of said
bond.
