The
scale of public expenditure which has
wiped out the great tremsury surplus
of a few years ago must be reduced
and the silver legislation which is
draining the government of its gold
and undermining its power La preserve
t'he mt.erchang‘ea.l-ility of its cuwrrency

must be

The conditions that ctmfhont the new
administration differ widely from those
of eight years ago, and yet the main
source of dangerand difficulty is one
that then existed and was elearly reec-
ognized hy Mr. Clevelﬁn Silver pur-
chase legislation had already become a
source of anxiety and financisl dis-
turbance, and Mr. Cleveland npplied
kimself from the day of his election to
the task of averting its dangers. “The
expedients which he adopted, and
others that have since bLeocn tried, are
now well nizh exhausted, and nothing
remains, if the worst of the throeatened
results are to be escaped, except the
prompt repeat of the silver law.

There is as yet little definite knowl-
edzre of the intentions of the now ad-
ministration in regard to Snancial
peolicy, and asFrumptions on ths sabjeet
are unwarranted. Mr. Cleveland and
Mr. Carlisle have properly refrained
from committing themselves in ad-
vance, and kept themselves frae to act
as the case may require when they as-
sume responsibility. Temporary male-
shifts are not now to he considered.
The prosperity of the country for the
next four years depends on the prompt
avowal of a policy that will ensure
finanrial stability and confidence, and
the mew administration must meet the
regurirements of the emergency.—N. Y.
Commereial Dulletin.

CONDITION OF THE TREASURY.

Factn Revealed by the Dispiacemcent of
the Republican Administration.

The administration which sought to
escape censure Ly coocealing the truth
from the people has gone. The admin-
istration has come which proposes to
deal with the people in entire candor
and straightforwardoess. Its flest duty
to the country, t¢ the party and to
itzelf is to malte publie at the carliest
moment a truthfal statement of the
condition of the treasury. Tpon that
condition at the presemt junctore al-
mokt everything depends, the need of
an extraordipary session of congress,
the opportanity for a reduction of tariff
taxation, the several currency gquess
tions, the mecessity for a new draft
upon the pational credit. Defore this
guestion the matter of appointmenta
to office drops relatively into insignifi-
ecanee. The former is imperative; the
latler can wait. The business of the
country is concerned in an exact knowl-
edge of the treasury situation and of
the steps taken to meet it; the prefer-
ences of loepalities as to persons are
concerned in the appointments. The
administration must and will meet the
greater and more pressing problem
first.

The dispatch of Col. A. K. McClure
to the Philadelphia Times unguestion-
ably apticipates in a geaeral way the
specific statement which8eeretary Car-
Hsie must soon issue to the country. It
peuints to a deficit in the treasury, so
considerable that oo the last full day
of his term Scoretary Foster refused
to meet ao obligation of $2,000,000
because there was no money on
hand to pay it It asserts that the
gold reserve of $100,000,000 has been
invaded and is now short by seven or
eight millions of dollars, and thus ex-
plains why the lagt debt etatement by
Mr. Foster on the first of the month
lacked the usual announcoment of the
free gold on hand in the treasury. The
only pretext offered by the Harrison
administravion for its policy of evasion
and concealment has been that the full
troth wonld complicate the situation
and render disentanglement more diffi-
cult. Weére the United States an iu-
diridual, the excase raight hold good;
but we are bound tc assume that the
national credit will be respected and
that it ean be impnired in no other
way so ipsidiously und effectively as
by a suppression of the facts. To state
plainly an evil {5 to take the first step
oward its correctioo, and retrench-
ment. whenever possible, will enlist
popular approval just as soon as the
ueed of it to meet a present exigency
