af these various transactions. TFour
per cent bearing bonds retired $512,-
ooo, at acost of $6go,731.57, saving
thereby in the purchase Sz2r,268.43
and an annual interest of 828,450,
By a compromise with the creditors
the floating debt of the State, com-
prising auditor’s warrants and cou-
pons, were setiled and retired at the
rate of sixty cents on the dollar for
warrants and 46.15 cents for cou-
pons.

Under this agreement warrants of
1885 and 1886 were retired to the
amount of $315,555.25, at a cost of
$180,333-13; past due coupons tothe
amount of $346,900.28, at a cost of
$160,004-44. This comprises all of
the oulstanding warrants and cou-
pons presented. There are vet out-
standing coupons amounting to
$138,898.52, which are provided for
by sctting aside $63,829.38 to meet
them, under act No. 150 of 1894
authorizing the Board of Liguida-
tion to purchase baby bonds exclu-
sive of interest. There have been
retired of these bonds $2065,135.70,
at a cost of $150,589.99, saving by
this transaction $z214,5435.71. It
will, therefore, be secen that the
total indebtedness of the State has
been reduced £1,877,899.56 at a
cust of $r,254,578.55, saving to
the State the sum of $623,321.21
and annual interest of 3282,48.
After the current demands for the
year 1835 have been wet, it can be
safely stated that there will still re-
main in the treasury of the State a
surplus of S3c0,000.
