Obituary.

Sister Theresa Williams was born
in Hanover, Germany, March 19,
1823, and came over to America
(New Orleans, La.) during the year
1841. Since this date she has
made Louisiana her home. She
died near Lafayette, La., Dec. 27,
18gg. Thus ended along and ~use-
ful life; but the infAuence of that life
is still exerted, not only upon the
relatives, but also upon a large cir-
cle of friends, in whose memory
she still lives.

Sister Williams was an intelligent
Christian woman, was one of the
greatest readera I have ever known,
and one whose faculty for retaining
—up to the time of her last illness
—was remarkably strong. During
the writer’s four years’ pastorate at
Lafayette she was a frequent and
welcome visitor at the parsonage.
Her preseuce was indeed a benedic-
tion to the pastor and his family.
She was not a melancholy visitor,
1but, on the contrary, was cheerful
{without levity and grave without
