The younger generation .of blacks,
" in the cities especially, are arrogant
and disp d to be i lent, if not
checked by the superior race, and
to judge from the comment of the
Item, our Baton Rouge friends wnay
have been a little slow to recognize,
or at least to act upon this face.

No one doubts but that prosper-
ity of our Southern cities, New Or-
leans in particular, ana of the coun-
try at large would be greatly en-
hanced if the negroes were relegated
to the plantations where they prop-
erly belong, and white men em-
ployed in their places as periers,
dtaymen, stevedores, etc. Giant-
ing, what the merchants maintain,
but what we are reluctant to admit,
that colored labor, as a rule, is
 more eftective, and even more re-
lisble than white labor, the getting
rid of the presence of this class
wonld tend largely to the removal
of the worthless vagabonds who are
chiefly fed from the kitchens of the
whites and who make burglary a
profession. With a much smaller
population they have a much larger
representation before ounr criminal
courts. The terrible tragedy of
yesterday furnishes an object lesson
ot the danger of permitting black
ruffians to congregate in this city.
