Loulslana Nomenclature.

It is strange what diversity and
variety ot nr.mes, and what curious
tangling of titles we find in the
appellations given our Louisiana
parishes and towns. We flop not
only curious names, but such
tanglements that there is no woa-
der the postoffice department fre-
quently finds difficulty in reaching
the point intended by an address.
For instance: we have Jackson in
East Feliciana, while Jackson
parish has Vernon, and at the
same time Vernon parish has
Leesville for a capital. Calcsasieu
parish claims Lake Charles, and
St. Charles has Hannville. Iberia
parish has Plaquemine, and
Plaquenmies, Point a la Hache.
Franklin parish has Winns-
borough, while Winn has Winn-
field. Clalborne has Frankville;
Washington, Franklinton; St.
Mary, Franklin, while Franklin
parish claims Winnsborough for a
parish seat. At the same time
that Washington parish has
Frankllnton, St. Landry has
Washington. Bienville has Arca-
dia, and Acadia, Crowley.

Then we hayse a few variations,
such as the fellowing: Claiborne
has Homer, and Terrebonne, Hou
ma. Rapides has Pineville; Cal-
casieu, Pineburg, and Bossier a
Pineville of its own. Caddo has
two Blossom Hills and one Rose
Hill. Richland parish has Ray.
ville and Madison, Richmond,
Sabine, Columbus and Caldwell,
Columbia. DeSoto has Pleasant
Hill and Morehouse and East
Feliciana both revel in a Mount
Pleasant. Thus the list might,
no doubt, be continued at great
length, and if every State enjoys
such a pot pouri, is it any wonder
that the mails are sometimes mix-
ed up and the post masters con-
fused as to what direction to give
the precious packages passing
through their hands?-Baton
Rouge Advocate.

Thy largest interesT outside of
coal and iron development is that
of cotton manufacture. The cen-
-ns of 1880 shows that $79,000,-
000 worth of raw cotton was
mnsafacured in theUnited States
into $210,000,000 worth of cotton
goods, which represents $3 for $1;
em which basis the $4,500.000
worth of raw cotton handled in
ths eity would yield $13,500,000
manufactured product. Would
set this amount saved to this sec-
tion make us rich and very rich
in a few years? This was mann-
Lactured by 10,921,147 splidlee us-
4nagl1,586,481 bales of cotton,whteh
is an average of six spindles to
eaeh bale used. On this basis a
15,000 spindle mill will consume
S,500 bales ofootton, worth 148
per bale, which represents $120,-
000 worth of raw material, which,
manufactured at the rate or pro-
portion of census figures, repre-
sents $3 for $1, or a manufactur-
ed product of $360,000. This
represents either in slabor, fuel or
profit $240,000, all of wbhch would
yield a domestre profit to our city.
I have good authority for the
statement that a 11,000 spindle
mill can be built here for $300,-
000 to $S,000. This mall will
employ 350 operatives which
would raeire at leat 200 new
homes, aid food and saujpplies for
fully 1,500 people.

The Anniaton, Ala., mills, cost-
ing $250,000 made 24 per cent
divided last year. Are not these
factland igures enough to en-
conrage the poorest and least
ambitious of our people to put
tbeir shoulder to the wheel to

About $8000 has been secured from
the government by these alleg-
ed widows, and the special agent
has secured sufficient evidence to
warrant the arrest of Harrison as
the professional widow.
