"What is to become of our industrial 
freedom?" wag the question which Ed­
ward M. Shepard, of New York, Tam­
many's candidate for président of the 
United States, asked of the members 
and guests of ttte Iroquois club at it« 
annual Jackson day banquet at the 
Auditorium, Chicago, on the evening of 
Monday. March 16. In his answer to 
the question Mr. Shepard sounded! a 
Bote of warning ttf the democratic par­
ty against the invention of an issue, 
and declared that the real issue waa 
trusts ag-ainst trades unionism. 

Mr. Shepard spoke as follows: 
"This gathering Illustrates the familiar 

truth that the democratic party IS hot a 
body of unchanging membership or flxed 
programme. We have in times past dif­
fered among ourselves Sn political judg­
ment, sometimes so far as to vote on op­
posite sides. Nevertheless all are to-night 
drawn together by a common view of pres­
ent political necessities and by intention, 
or at least sincere wish, to cooperate now 
and hereafter. 

"It is a mistake to fancy our party or any 
party is an end In Itself. It can never be 
more than a means to an end. There is a 
general and long time purpose and result 
for which the democratic party was bom 
and to wjjlch it is of necessity dedicated, 
so long as It remains true to Itself. Were 
It not for this the divisions and sometime 
hostilities between men who are or who 
deem themselves to be democrats might 
well depress us. 

"Nor Is this fundamental faith doubtful, 
howsoever much we may have Offered In 
applying It to specific exigencies or policies. 
It Includes equality of privilege among all 
citizens of the republic, and therefore for­
bids privileges to any cltlsen or body of 
cltliens not In theory and In fact open on 
equal terms to the whole body: it forbids 
use of the powers of government for any 

Ï>urpose not common to the whole people; 
t forbids taxation for any purpose not 

strictly public; It requires every citizen to 
bear a share of the burdens of government 
fully fully ratable to his ability. 
People Should Support Government. 

"It refuses utterly and peremptorily to 
concede in theory or In practice that the 
small number of men who make up an ad­
ministration or congress can determine 
better than the vast body, ten thousand 
times as numerous, of citizens in private 
ilfe, what lawful Industries ought to be 
helped and what ought to be hindered. 
The democratic doctrine Is summed up In 
the ancient aphorisms that the people 
should support the government and not 
the government support the people, and 
that government should reBt on the con­
sent of the governed. All who believe this 
summary of the law and the prophets 
ought to act with the democratic party, 
for truly they belong to it. Nor ought past 
differences over the means of reaching 
that truly democratic end and result to 
stand In the way. 

"Those who would frustrate rather than 
promote this democratic result ought not 
to be In the democratic party. They who 
believe that the government can better 
transact the business of the citizen than 
the citizen himself, who believe that in the 
long run It Is more wholesome that a small 
number of abie and possibly wise and pos­
sibly benevolent men should contrqi and 
direct tie masses of their fellow men rather 
than they should control and direct them­
selves, they to whom the splendor and dig­
nity of government of themselves make an 
end apart from the beneficence and fair­
ness of Its concrete purposes—all these in 
the politics of to-day belong, or ought to 
belong, to the republican party. Among 
them are many men, hlerh-mlnded. Intel­
ligent. patriotic men. with whom In other 
fields, business, charitable, religious. liter­
ary or social. I rejoice to work. But we 
democrats ought not to wish them In our 
party. For. If they be sincere, we should 
receive their support onlv at the price of 
surrender of some part of the sole justifica­
tion. the very reason of the being, of the 
democratic party. 

SJtonld Think of 1008. 
"I do not, therefore, sympathize with 

programmes of skillful and adroit manage­
ment for 1904 or for any other campaign 
upon the idea that It is of little moment 
what the end desired by the voter so long 
as he vqtes with us, or upon the idea that, 
lest we shall alienate some part of -our 
support, our opinions had best be secreted 
or our practical plans delayed until after 
we are In power. 

"We do well to think of 1904, but even for 
success in 1904 we shall do better to think 
also of 1906 and 1908 and the whole future. 
Our party ought, when H comes Into pow­
er, to have a true and settled purpose ready 
to carry out: It ought never to seek a helter-
skelter triumph of agglomerated and dis­
cordant discontents with republican ad­
ministration—a victory to be followed by 
nothing effectively useful to the country, 
by no exhibition of efficient, sound, orderly 
statesmanship on a sincere and open pro-

f ramme of our own. Such a victory would 
ring neither honor nor real power. It Is 

always better for a party that its futilities 
be exhibited when out of office than when 
In office. 

"Above all, let us not invent an Issue or 
try to. Issues grow; they are not made. 
Few things In public life are less admir­
able, few things more directly lead to fail­
ure than the effort of a great party, Ignor­
ing the purpose of Its own existence, in­
spired by no clear doctrine and seeking no 
distinct result, tb patch together a plat­
form upon which harmony may bring suc­
cess, to adopt this plank or that to catch a 
passing sentiment without expectation, If 
chosen to power, of putting It Into practice. 
Nor can anything be worse than in any 
measure to rely for success on hard times. 

"Do not misunderstand me to sav that 
the election of this year or next ought not

All else that he has 

•jubtful, the practical inefficiency of which 
is hardly doubtful—and before we take up, 
as In time the American people will have 
to take up, the question of taxation that 
rich and poor may alike bear their full 
share of public burden, we can at least re­
peal the most odious and burdensome of the 
high protective duties, the maintenance 
of which Intact is the fundamental purpose 
of republican politics. 

B«4r of Trnat Problem. 
"If I may borrow words of a philosopher, 

the trust problem Is to-day the tariff 
touched with popular emotion, 

sound politics Is generally political 
or social economy touched with emotion. 
On the economical side the defenseless 
character of the high protective system has 
been demonstrated again and again—its 
artificial wastefulness. But Americans to­
day are not so much concerned with that 

of the problem. It Is rather the 
problem fused In their profound and Just 
emotion over the unfairness and social 
danger of the system of concentrated in-
jj us trial power and wealth-producing prlv-

feerefore, It"Is that I should rejoice to 
hear the democratic party propose not a 
eneral revision of the tariff with all of Its 
ifficulties and complications and with all 
f the widespread popular belief, faulty as 
believe It to be, of great masses of Ameri­

can business and laboring men in the pro­
tective tariff, but In the first Instance a re­
moval or reduction to a revenue basis of ths 
duties on goods the production of which is 
to-day practically monopolized. Instead of 
dealing with the whole problem of free 
trade and protection, instead of introduc­
ing doubt into almost every business,Hhe 
democratic party may well deal with the 
few schedules in which through such prac­
tical monopoly vast fortunes have been 
made by taxation upon the masses of peo­
ple. 

"For that campaign public sentiment Is 
ready. In that campaign every argument 
in favor of economic freedom can be read­
ily made clear to the American people. Its 
essential conservatism will readily appeal 
to the average American citizen whatever 
he may scientifically think of free trade. 
Such a particular assault upon the fortress 
of monopoly would succeed and promptly. 
And in Its beneficent result the American 
people would find, as the English people 
found in the days of Sir Robert Peel, an 
all-sufficient reason later to support a cam­
paign for demolition of the entire fortress. 

'Nor Is this the whole of democratic duty 
and opportunity at present. No wise man 
can fail to see that the republican estab­
lishment of a new system of colonies held 
for the American republic by force of arms 
and at enormous cost is but another phase 
of the centralization of power and dis­
paragement of equal rights. 

"The democratic minority of the senate 
committee, on the Philippines did them­
selves and their party honor by the bill they 
proposed for free trade between the Philip­
pines and the United States during our 
temporary occupancy of the Islands and 
declaring it to be our policy to occupy and 
lovern them only until their people should 
lave established a stable government, have 

sufficiently guaranteed the performance to 
Spain of our treaty obligations related to 
the inhabitants of the Islands, and have 
assigned to the United States suitable mili­
tary, naval and coaling stations. 

"The American people are likely indeed 
to be awakened to the significance of the 
problem upon a side which is not sentimen. 
tal. The enormous increase in cost of pub­
lic administration since President Cleve­
land's second term Is alarming to the last 
degree. And when th. time comes, as come 
it by and by must, when we Americans 
shall be constrained to the harsh economies 
of industrial depression, an annual ex­
penditure of S750.000.000 (not counting the 
cost of the Panama canal), as against t360.-

Army and Navy Expenses. 
"An army largely and permanently In­

creased, a navy very greatly Increased, a 

Programme of naval expenditures in the 
uture far beyond the limits yet reached, a 

disparagement of the moral glory and 
material prestige of our past, a continuous 
and strenuous preaching of the 'strong 
man armed' as the supreme function of 
this Industrial and democratic republic, 
our demoralising competition with Euro­
pean powers to make our wasteful and un­
productive expense as great as theirs and 
Without their Justification of near-by and 
dangerous rivals—all these are among the 
results of our new imperial policy. 

"The republican party has of late vear* 
affected to be the guardian of sound I 

deference to the plain and contemporaneous 
the people themselves. They

ly and important, ana political parties 
must talk and act about the same thing. 

"But what is the thing of which the 
American people are thlnikinc hard and 
at which must center the sound, practical 
politics of our opposition ? Is It aught else 
than the fear of the disappearance of In­
dustrial liberty? The talk from one end of

the land to the other. In every shop, on 
every farm. In every street. In every parlor 
or club, is not of the Panama canal or 
Venezuela or China, important « as are 
those topics. It Is not even free trade or 
protection or the gross wrong and folly of 
our Philippine policy or the alarming ex­
travagance of administration; it is neither 
of these really great questions which fills 
the mind and dominates the anxiety of 
the American masses. 

"The talk is of trusts on one side and 
trades unions on the other. There Is a 
deep and widespread fear that American 
industrial civilization may come to be a 
mere Interplay between those vast forces, 
in which the great body of independent 
small producers will cease, to be indepen­
dent. Originally it was upon that body of 
citizenship and upon the faith that it would 
continue the dominant power that our gov­
ernment of freedom and order was estab­
lished. 

"The long power of the republican party, 
Its practical devotion to paternal govern­
ment, Its vast grants of power and wealth 
to the 'protected' interests, Its steadfast 
centralization at banking and financial 
privileges. Us adoption of a colonial policy 
of force—these and a hundred other fea­
tures of Its policy, since Its usefulness end­
ed with the abolishing of slavery, have 
borne normal fruit. 
He Protest Against Combination. 
"X make to-night no protest against mere 

irganliation or combination of capital or 

Sherman silver law deserves that praise 
even from gold republicans or gold demo, 
crats Is well open to question. But It Is 
beyond question that the republican party 
does not to-day deserve the praise. Its 
leaders have deliberately, If not cunningly, 
refused to give the national bank-note cur­
rency the sound and normal elasticity th# 
business of the country requires. 

"If we are to have a national bank sys­
tem it should be permitted, or. perhaps 
compelled, to perform Its duty in the 
provision of a currency made adequate and 
saved from redundancy by norma! and 
automatic adjustment to the natural and 
sufficient demands of business. 

Look to Banlcs for Currency. 
"Since the volume of the greenbacks Is 

fixed and their Issue of necessity arbitrary 
and not normal, we have come to look to 
banks, national and state, for paper cur­
rency. Not only should the currency have 
the qualities of absolute security and In­
stant nyieemabllity Into gold as the na­
tional standard of value, but it should be 
issued by banks in every city and every 
town of the land. For many purposes small 
country banks are, in this respect, of more 
consequence than the great national banks 
of Chicago and New Tork. If the amount 
of the national bank currency do not in­
crease as it is legitimately needed and de­
crease when It Is not thus needed the very 
existence of that currency may be a trap 
for business.

CARE OF THE HAIR, 

R«v to Make the Most of It When « 

Has drown Thin and 

Scanty. 

There is nothing that adds more tc 
the beauty of one's appearance than 
a pretty head of hair. The present 
styles of hair dressing are so charm­
ing and varied that they can be 
adapted to suit almost every form of 
face and feature. Nevertheless, a 
great many girls do not know how 
to make the most of their hair. They 
might look twice as charming as they 
do did they but understand the sub­
ject, says American Queen. 

The woman with scanty lock» seeks 
to' remedy her. deficiencies by drag* 
ging her hair over all aorts and con­
ditions of pads, which she rarely suc­
ceeds in entirely hiding, or else she 
supplements her lack of hair with 
switches and curls. Others whosa 
locks are not of the most abundant, 
wash them frequently, using strong 
soda, and then curl and twist the up-
fortunate hair to make it frizzy." 
True, they gain indeed, for the time 
being, an appearance of thickness, 
but sooner or later the texture of the 
hair is entirely ruined. 

The first step to make the hair 
grow thick U to use hygienic meas­
ures, and to learn, meanwhile, how 
to dress it to give an appearance of 
quantity withojit in any way injuring" 
the texture of the hair itself. 

Hair should be washed at least 
every three weeks, and kept scrupu­
lously clean between times by being 
brushed and combed daily with ab­
solutely clean implements. Do not 
forget that if the shampooing is done 
at home, you must use plenty of soft 
water, and keep on lathering the head 
and changing the water until the 
hair is beautifuly soft. Stickiness 
does not mean that only soap is left 
in, but that dirt is there as well. If 
the hair is clean, it is possible not to 
wash all the soap out, and yet to 
have one's hair soft and fluffy. 

Remember in drying the hair 
never to use heat, but rub the scalp 
thoroughly with dry towels, and then 
separate the long hairs into strands 
and then fan them vigorously. 

A good hair tonic is an excellent 
thing for thin hair, but it is useless 
to get one bottle and expect it to do 
any good. Buy the best always and 
rub it into the roots of the hair three 
times a week for several months. Pay 
special attention to the temples, 
where the hair is apt to be thinnest; 
then take a perfectly clean brush, not 
too hard, and plunge into the hair, 
giving quick, scrubbing, circular 
movements, until the scalp glows. 
This, as well as streng.hening the 
roots of the hair, has a tendency to 
make it fluffy. 

It is undoubtedly very murib. bette* 
for the health of the hair not to at-
tempt anything in the way of artifi­
cial waving or curling; nevertheless, 
waves and curls do add very thuch to 
the attractiveness of the appearance, 
and any one who has even ths slight­
est tendency to curliness can, <n time, 
get quite beautiful-lcoking wtves by 
natural means. 

It takes time to accomplish this; 
do not try twice and then give it up. 
Such a proceeding is worse than use­
less. Begin by combing all the hair 
you wish to wave over the face; 
moisten this slightly with bay rum, 
or eau de cologne, and water; take 
back the front piece, twist it around 
the fingers, and pin it onto the héad 
in place with a small comb. Take 
another piece, and repeat the process. 
Leave it for about half an hour, and 
comb it but lightly with a coarse 
tooth comb. Then turn .the hair down 
over the face once more, and fluff it 

»on the wrong side. This, if done ju­
diciously, keeps the front hair, when 
dressed, a very pretty shape and 
obviates the use of rats, which are 
most undesirable. 

At night brush and comb the hair 
before retiring; then braid it loosely.

Hats smothered in rosebuds are 
among the prettiest of the new mod­
els, and those which carry out the 
one-color idea are perhaps the love­
liest of all.
