MR, POTTER'S EXFLANATION OF ITS
INTENT.

Clarkson N. Potter, in a long let
ter to a New York friend, explains
the effect of his resolution, He says,
among other things:

You suggest that to ruise the gues-
tion about the Jast Presidential
election will bring on disturbauce
or revolution, Not at all. About
that possess yourself in peace.
There is not the slightest ehanee of
revelution er disturbance. When
the whole conutry was at fever heat
on the subject of the election, & way
was found to establish a tribunal to
puss upen the election, and every
one snbmitted to that determination.
The President’s title vests upon that.
Ii wow it should appear that there
was frand which palpably affected
the electoral vote, and which the
commission did not notice, and if a
legal remedy exists for correcting

' the error, yon eannot believe that

such a proceeding, under the law,
could lead toa disturbance. If there
be no legal remedy existing, and
Congress should hereafter, by the
approval of the President, or by two-
thirds of both honses without that
approval, provide one, why should
the legal determination, thereafter
had, any more produce disturbance
than the deeision of the Electoral
Commission did? It is exactly be-
cause this is not Mexico, and becanse
peuple ‘nre!'ar determining guestions
by legal methods, and if legal meth-
ods have unot been provided, to in-
vent legal methods of determining
them, and to subwmit to the deter
mination thus arrived at, that this
country cannot be Mexicanized.
Having accepted the Electoral Com-
mission, of course we are bound to
submit to its results, but we ought,
at least, to be allowed to show, if
such was the fact, that the retughs
upon which the commission passed
were procared by fraud. 1 admic
that the Presidency is not worth a
civil war, but [ have not believed
that there was any danger of such a
war. The generation who charged
up the heights of Fredericksburg will
uot go lightly into another civil
struggle. We must get year® far-
ther on before that will happen. 1
admit the saceess of the Republican
leaders. Having laid dewn when
the law was on our side, and when
we ought to have stood up, it is net
for us now to stand up, as loug as
the law remains against us. But
you will ask whether, if there be no
danger to public order trom legal
proceedings, there may not be from
the action by Congress, No; no
more than from the action of the
courts. Cougress represents the peo-
ple of the country,but does not
warch before them. It expresses,
but dues not anticipate, their will.
Should the fraud committed with
the electorsl connt . appear so gross
and palpable that you aud all hou-
orahle men should untte in denoune-
ing it, Congress might then take ac-
tion ; but if so, what Congress might
do, being the resalt of the action of
men of ull purties—of the great body
of the people, not of a party—would
be effected quietly, certainly snd
without violence or disturbance.
In saying this I do not mean that 1
expect the investigation to be fol-
lowed by either legal or Congres-
sional action. What, if anything,
should be doneWecause of the in-
quiry must depend on the results of
the inguiry. Buat I do vot mean
whatever action, it any, sheuld fol-
low the iuvestigation, such action
can neither disturb the order nor
the prosperity of the country. This
ery of wolf when there is no wolf,
this effort to make it appear thag
there is danger to pesce or order
from this investigation, is a Repub-
lican pretense, like the *bluedy
shirt” justification ol carpetbug gov-
ernment, like the publie danger ex-
cuse advanced for the enforccment
of Durell's infamous order, and the
protection ot the Returniug Boeard
by bayonets, like the ery set up af-
ter the election to preveut agitation
to secure sulngission,

What, then, you ask, is the pur-
of investigation! | answer, to as-
certain the faeis, so that if frauds be
established, s repetition of such
frauds may be prevented, and if not,
to elear up the general belief that
exists thronghout the country that
there were some frauds. The feel-
ing amoug many republicaus after
the election was that, while we had
been cheated in the returns, we had
bulldozed the negroes as badly, so
that the acconuts of wrong were
equal. This belief in the bulidozing

a pretext for such wrongs, to ascept
after contrived protests and maunn-
factured objections as color for their
action, to permit tigures to be alter-
ed, returns to be forged, frands to
be perfected, and generally every
means by which the will of the peo-
ple may be frustrated and the pop-
alar voice stifled, then becomes pos-
sible. And there may be thus a
condition of things absolutely de-
struetive to free government, We
believe that it was by such proeeed-
ings that we were cheated ontof
the election. Unless the proceedings
be exposed, the outrage will be re-
peated. Whatever may resull from
the proposed investigation, yon may
be sure that nothing can veaalt that
will disturb either your flocks or
your balances. The tronble to eap-
ital, property and feedom will come,
not, perhaps, in your time or niuve,
but come at last, from refusing to
inquire into frauds. To confront
the evil, if ‘you may not right it, is
to prevent its repetition. To shut
your eyes to it supively, is to jeop-
ardize and not to preserve the fu-
ture peace, safety and prosperity of
the country:
