BIG CiR EK, July 1, 1980.
a1eor Croenicte:
I see in your issue of June 5th that

I am accused of selling out to the
Lottery Ring. The charge is undue
and unjust in every particular, and I
hope that no Senator has been so
unjust as to bring against me so base
a charge without a cause. Believing
the author of the rumor to be a po
htical enemy, and holding such in
great contempt, I would not stoop to
notic) the matter at all but for the
satisfaction of those of my constitu-
ents who may have misunderstood
my motives. Therefore I will give
you a correct report of the affair as
it stands upon the official journal.

In the journal of March 27th you
will see my name recorded in favor
of the general lottery bill. On the
call of the vote I voted no, but be-
fore the vote was announced I chang-
ed my vote from no to yes, to avoid
censure, having voted for the passage
of the bill to its third reading, be-
lieving at the time that the constitu-
tion reqt;ired it; but upon a closer
examination of article 167 of the
constitution I decided that it was
not obligatory. Hence you will find
my vote recorded against Senator
Marston's amendment, endeavoring
to incorporate into the general li-
cense bill a lottery license, which I
believed to be unconstitutional, and
which would have necessitated an ex-
tra session, (the House having voted
down the same amendmenut by a
large majority), brought a heavy ex-
pense upon the people, and disgrace
upon the State. I voted with pure
motives upon the whole affair, and
no man has any right to impugn my
motives or question my mannier in
voting upon this question. No man
has ever dared to offer me money or
anything else as a compensation for
voting upon this question either way,
and I hope that whoever has attempt-
ed to injure me without a cause may
be governed by as pure motives
through all the transactions of life
as I was when voting upon this bilL

The people whom I represent are
as noble and intelligent as any of the
State, and when I vote I reflect their
sentiments,and no man dare question
the right. I served them through
I the first sesdion, I hope, upon prin
Seliples of honesty and integrity, and
I hope to serve them so for the re-
I mainder of the term lbr which I was
r electe., irrespective of the opinions
