The brothers were the children of
lodge Ebeneser Webster-their mother
being his second wife. whose maiden
same wu Abigail Ematman, a woman of
uncommon intellect and force of charao-
ter.

It will ih remembered that Daniel was
the younqge brother, anad that being a
boy of delicate consttioe, he was des-
timed to Dartmouth College; while Eme-
kil, the stronger son, was to aid his
lather upon the farm.

But in order that the younger should
be educated, the farm must be mort-
gaged, which so affected the boy as his
rather carried himto Dartmouth that in
his own words, 'he laid his head upon his
shoulder and wept."

Stimulated by Daniel's example sad
attainments, Ezekiel desired a public 1
edncation; and Daniel loved him well
enough to teach school at the rate of six
dollars a month, that he might aid him
to attain it.

Ezekiel finally graduated at Dart-
mouth, studied law, as did his brother,
sad opened a law oice in the town of
Boecawen, N. H., where Deanel had
practiced law before him.

In early life the boys were jpparable.
They •ored together o tlr lather's
arm b day, and slept together at night
to s his love for his broth, among
s•hee nudes, he dedicated the firt vol-
ame of bs works thus:
