On May 4, 180, a party of four, of
which the writer was one, visited Juan
Capistrano, at his home in a little val-
ley among the hills at the base of
Monte Santa Lucia, in Monterey
County, tifteen miles west of the Mis-
sion San Antonio. Juan was born near
the Mission in 1762 and baptized into
the Catholic Church in 1771, when nine
years of age. He is now, therefore,
121 years old, as shown by the Mission
records. Juan is an Indian of rather
low stature, but broad-chested and mus-
cular, with a large, massive head. still
covered with an abundance of iron-
gray hair. In shaking hands his firm
grasp indicates a good deal of physical
vigor. Though now blind, he still
walks about, and until three years ago
worked his little plot of ground. How
much of the most important part of the
world's history has been made during
the life of this man! He was old enonugh
to bear arms when the Declaration of
Independence of the thirteen English
C('olonies in Ameries was published to
the world. He was thirty-six vears old
when Virginia ceded the N'orthwest
Territory to the United Stats--the
great Northwest, now dotted over
with cities and innumerable vil-
lages, the home of industrious,
prosperous, happy millions. He was
at middle age when Napoleon the
Great was at the aenith of his renown.
lie has lived to asee the three million of
colonists grow into a nation of more
than fifty million--the mightiest power
on earth, with the most liberal Govern-
ment, the most enterprising people,
with capabilities unparalleled and a
future bright beyond oonception, ad
to see his own race, who inhabited this
great continent from the frosen North
to Darien and from Puget Sound to St.
John's, almost entirely disappear from
the face of the earth. He was past
middle age when the first experimeats
were manude in the use of steam and
when Morse was perfecting the system
of telegraphing. He has lived to see a
continent changed from a wilderness to
a grain-tfield and its wild animals ex-
changed for lowing herds. He has
lived not only to see nations born, but

Hoerse-reeding Upsi Farms.
It is easy to make mistakes. Indeed,

it is so easy that very often the rare oe-
casions upon which men's judgments
in common affairs turn out to be cor-
rect stand so singularly prominent in
our memories as to become epochs in
our lives. One of the most conspicuous
mistakes made, not only by ordinary
practical persons, but by others who are
used to practice well-considered fore-
sight upon business and economical
affairs, is in regard to the excessive de-
mand for horses, notwithstanding the
vast increase in the use of steam en-
gines, railroads, canal-boats and other
methods of inland transportation. And
in regard to this people do not live and
learn. Forty years ago, when railroads
were only projected, and the great high-
ways over which hundreds of millions
of tons of freight are now carried every
year existed only upon paper in the
form of preliminary maps, it was ob-
jected against them that they would
destrov the horses and render them use-
less, thus depriving the farmers of a
very profitable part of their business.
But what a mistake was made! In 1840
there were about 3,000,000 horses in the
United States. In 1850 there were 4,-
3M6,719; in 1860, 6,249,174; in 1870, in
spite of the enornious losses of the war,
7,145,370; in 1880, 10,867,488; and it is
estimated that the number now in exist-
ence is nearly 16,000,000. And yet we
have over 130,000 miles of railroads,
costing about $7,000,000,000, over which
freight is passed from town to town and
from place to place over our vast terri-
tory. It "is interesting to note the in,
crease in the number of horses during
the last ten years, because that is the
period during which the building of
railroads has been most actively carried
on and the volume of business done on
them has expanded so enormously. This
fact may be accepted as a proof that the
extension of railroads actually creates a
demand for horses to facilitate their
business, and that as mechanical facili-
ties for business and transportation in-
crease the neceessity for working horses
increases correspondingly

But there is another fact which bears
upon this question, and this is that in-
crease of business, such as has been
developed so prodigiously daring the
past twenty years, has been acoom-
panied by a vast production of wealth
and its distribution mong all elasses of
society. With this wehh uve come
habits of luxury, and one of the moat
marked exhibitionm of luxurious living
is the use of fine horses for road ad
driving purpos aes. Thus we have seen
a demand for horses of a class, the best
of which are valued very highly and
almost beyond limit, exeptng the
ability or lavishnes of the rca.
And thus there has arisen a demand for
a class of horses the breeding and rear-
ing of which not only offer attractive
profits, but occasional prises that equal
in value those which tempt the miner to
abandon the comforts of home and bury
himself In wild and savage solitude in
pursuit of gold or jeweL.
