The Exposition Lean.

The Hovse commiltee on appropri-
atious have agreed to report favora-
bly Represcutative Eliis’ bill, provid-
ing that the Federal Government
shall loan the Exposition $1,000,000
in order (o assure its complets sne-
cess. It will be remewbered that
Congress granted (Lhe Philadelphia
Ceutennial the sum of §2,000,000 for
this pnrpose, and as the New York
Herald remarks, there ia no reason
why it shunld not leud this Soatbern
display assistance as well as that at
Philadelpbia. In Eunrope, the gov-
erument takes upon itself the entire
expennen of these Expositivns, sod
p*ys oot millivns of dollurs to make
thew grand and soceessful. In this
conulry, bowever, they are compulled
to depend. upoun -populsr sab crip-
tions, with po assistance from the
guvernment, exeept in the way of a
loau,

To the bill ne introduced by Mr.
Ellis ouly one condition is attached—
that the amoant expended on 1he
Exposition, on the preparation nnd
beaatifyiug of the grounds und the
erection of buildings, shall not exceed
the lggw?uk« amount of sabserip-
tious and lonns; or, in other words,
that in the preparations Lhe Exposi-
tion shall not ran into debt and there-
by mortgage the income, out of which
it has promised to repay the govern-
ment the amount advanced by it. Tt
will be remembered that the dirce-
tors of the Philadelphia Centennial
kept their pledge in 1hiz matter, und
repaid the gnvernment ont of the first
receipts the whole smount due it.—
N O. Times-!'emoecrat.
