As to whether or not the laJ

should prohibit the sale of liqunor e
there should be no question what-
ever. There have been two objec-
tions expreseed, however. It baao
been said that it would be interler-
ing with the right of the people to
drink what they wish. This cl.ns of i
objectors forget the point involved, 1
which is that this law is intended to,
protect the families of our coultr.~
from the teriille train of evils. moral I
and finUn'cil, which attelnd theo li-
quor trafic. It is the nannuoun-
verdict of all enlightened govern-
menta that it as a great evil. Now,
that which necessaily and nuiformly
leads to crime ought to be branded
as a crime We ccli, in Ibe very IA-
lure of thinge, enjoy no unlRmtld
rihts. Our fellow-men have rnghts
wh ch we might be dxspsedd to in-
fringe on. Hence, laws are enacted
for mutal protection; that the evil
disposed members of society may he
kept Irom so far acting out the theo-
ry of individual riuhts and pieferen-
ee a, to infringe on the-rights of
others. A man has a right to make
money, and, in order to do that, he
mnay clocse to erect a slanghter
holuse. This he Iha a right to do.
But, anpp•re hlie attempnts to erect it
on a street crowdedt wth the homes
of a greast popu lation. He may ar-
gue that he owje the lot-that hIe
paid for it Yet the n,,thritiep will
not permit hnu to conduct osuch a
business there, on the griond that
the rights of the people at large i'e-
more important than those of a mat i
or of an mdividual company. Know. I-
ing that a slaughter house would '
cause great loss to life and bhelth,
therebby decreasing valones in the
neighborhood, the authorities probi- i
bit establishabing there. Should he
offer large amonunte, "hery lieense,"
the authorities would remind him
that th, value of the proffered heenue
was w 7 far over-balaneed by theI
inestimable lose to life, bhealth and
vlees sore to attend seueh a business
in the place mentioned.

A man may argue that as this ie a
fre eonatre, it a wrong to prohibitmen from earr ing pistole and bowie
knives, Yet, when we consider what
the enstom invariably bade to, we
Iapprove of the law .sgainst it. Evry

citizen is morally bound to contrib-
ute what he can to the prosperity
and wellbeing of the community,
and if he chooses not to do this, but
to be self-seeking in all his plans, be
should at least be forced by the law
to do nothing calculated to injure
the community. The legislative de-
partment of our government is based
on this principle.

Contemplate the frightful picture
presented: Husbands, fathers and
brothers, to the great number of one
million in the United States alone,
sunk in actual drunkenness, and six-
ty thousand descending every year
into the drunkard's grave. Add to
this the misery and want in the
sacred precincts of once happy homes.
In order to prevent this shall noth-
ing be attempted ? Is it to go on
and on perpetually ? Shall we try
moral suasion ? Reach the whisky
men by suasion! "The love of mon-
ey," "the root of all evil" is too deep-
ly seated in their flinty hearts. They
become so familiar with and harden-
ed by the evils of the traffic, the
wrong encouraged, the law evaded,
the happiness and peace of quiet
homes broken up, the frequent flow
of human blood, that the pathies
and noble instincts of thelsManhood
are congealed. No, the rum seller is
not to he reached by tame measures.
You may save the drunkard himself
by moral suasion. If you can get
him to see that his sin is against the
law of his being, against the benefi-
cent Author of that being, and so
get him to fall out with his sin, and
lay hold of the hope set before him
in the Gospel as to enter the blessed
service of him who "was manifested
that he might destroy the works of
the Devil," then the great work of
saving the drnnkard is accomplished.
But the saving of a drunkard now
and then is not enough.

"An ounce of preventive is better
than a pound of cure." The inquiry
should be, how may our unfallen ones,
our boys. the coming men, how may
we keep these from becoming drunk-
ardas If mi fellowman wilfully mur-
ders my son, aum I to beseech him not to
destroy the rest of my family ? No.
What guarantee can I have that he
may be inore restrained by moral con-
siderations in the future than in the
past 1 It is a peculiarity of moral law
that it loses its influence over mis with
every violation. The law rises np in
its majesty and says thou shalt not.
To hold that because the question un-
der consideration is a moraul question,
and on that account ought not to be
made the subject of legal enactment, is
extremely illogical in tim light of all
the facts. Petjury, murder and theft
art- violations of the moral code, yet
our Legislature takes cognizance m f
these crimes. It is proper for the
Christian to rebuke the perjurer, but
he must go farther, and sanction a law
making it punishable. Let the gove.rln-
meat keep its hands pure. If amen do
wrong, let it be under the frown of a
righteous statlte. Let us "not enter
into a covenant with death nor make a
league with hell."

In doing this, in invoking the strong
arm of the law to crush out this with-
ering curse, we are but proceeding on
principles laid down aand acted ,on
throughout His government by the
Supreme Ruler, after whose laws the
most righteous of all Ihuman laws are
patterned. God rules thle moral world
by laws. The severity of the penal-
Sties, especially of the greatest penalty.
shows that mere moral suasion is not
enough. His laws constitute somnething
more effective than a systemi of gomd
advice, enlivened by nmoral suasion.
And, in prolortion as n11 n get lproper
views of the terrors of the Divine
law, will they appr-ciate the muagni-
tude and demerit of sill, and the great-
ae-as of salvation therefrom through
the only Redeemer. "Tl'he law is our
schmolmrunter to bring us to ('hrist"
saith tie holy seliptnies. Hnmunn
govenmnm.ents themselves are ordained
of Godl, and are for tlhe corre-ting ot
Ievil-doers and the prevention of crimme.
tWhen mY •,teemed usol contem-lnlmtes
the c'ondition and plr'ospe.ts of the
forty thous-tamd eligaged in thie mann-
fac.ture of intoxicants for our Umnitced
States, and of the tens of thousand
who are selling them to their neigh-
Imss, I long to reach out a brother's
hiand and save themi from the crlua of
