The rains and overflow of last
spring cnused s great denl of cotton
to be planted in June. During a trip
overland to Cousbatta and return,
three weeks ago, we had several
fields of cotton pointed ont ae bav-
ing been plunted in June, on which
the owners bonsted of mukiog an
average of u bale lo the acre. Itie
a fact nniversally recognized that our
farmers, in their desire to posh eot-
tou 80 as to escape the ravages of Lhe
worm, bave asdopted the babit of
planting too early. The eonsequence
bas been the dwurfiog of the piam
by the cold’ spring raius, and & most
decided falling off in ultimate pro-
duaction.

Hon. C. C. Duno, of Montgomery,
raised two erops of potatoes un the
same plece of ground this year. He
first raiged & crop of Irish potatoes,
and on the first of Joly be replanted
the same Jand in sweel potatoes.
Both crops were remarkably prolific
and the potatoes fine and large. He
is not able to give the number of
bashels produced of each kind of
potato, but, a5 practical furmer well
versed in such matters, his assurance
that the yi‘-_la was prolific is a suffi-
sisnt guarantse to all who koow him
that it was not an ordinery yield
Two of the sweet potatoes weighed
15 pounds—aoae 7, the other 8. This
is ooly one instance of many that
could be cited to ahow the wonderfnl
productivenses and capacity of the
soil and elimuate of Grant parish.

The subject of raising wheat is
being earnestly discussed uod experi-
mented upon by s pumber of the
farmers of Grant parish. Our old
friond; Mr. Richaurd Bird, of ward
seven, has been partioularly sstive in
the matter. He bas tried the Nica-
ragus or Egyptisn wheat, and says
there ia no dogbt in bis mind that it
ia rash proof and will be a perfect
success im our soil avd elimate.

Seetiou 131, Revised Swututes of
the Uniten States, provides that the
elevtors chosen 1o ewch Btate shall
weet ond give their voles upoa the
tirst Weduesdny i December, w
surh pluce 1n the State as the Leys
jature simll direct ‘Lhe Esxecative
furuishes thew with three eertified
usts of tbe eleciors. The electors
~hull muke and sigu three certilicates
of the voles cust by them for Presi-
dent and Vice Presidens, unuezing
thereto the certiied hst of electors
furvisbed by the Guvernor. Que ol
vhese certificates of the ballot shall
be sent to 1be President of the United
States Scuute by a special messonger,
anotlrer to the sswe officer through
tbe muil, sud the third sbull be de-
pomted with the judge of the district
where the electurs meet. In case
one of these eertificates does unot
reach the Presideut of the Senate by
the first Weduendny in Junuary, then
that officisl 18 required to dispateb
w specinl messeuger to the district
judge and Lring trat copy to Wush-
ingtun. There is no meeting ut
Washingtoa as is commonly sup-
posed of ull the electors of the vai-
uus States.

‘Ihe votes transmitted ms above
are opened by the President of the
Senate io the pr of both honees
of Cungress on the second Wednes-
day of February, and the result de-
clared.

Should the electors fail to meet at
the proper place in their various
States ut the uppointed time, the first
Wedueadsy in December, the vote
would be illegal, and could bs thrown
out by Cougress. Il we remember
rightly, the vote of Georgis was
thrown out of late yesrs va thut
sceoubt.

The Louisiana law (Revised Stat-
utes, sec. 2829,) provides that the
elactors shall meet ut the seat of Gov-
ernment (Baton Rouge) st 4 p. m. on
the first Wednesdsy of December.
If any of the electors are nol pres-
ent, the others may proeeed to Gl the
vaganoy or vacaneies before balloting.
