fact that they will pay eight cents a

pound for all that can be produced.
\When it is considered that an acre t
will produce ten tons of stalks at at

,a- cutting, and that it may be cut three,

four, and even five times a year, and
o about 8 per cent of fiber is obtainable,
e giving $120, $160. and $200 to the acre,

he its value can be appreciated. This, c
too, be it remembered, is obtained

: from a crop that needs no replanting i
L alfter the first season. Our readers

will please bear in mind that these

a figures are not guess-work, but rep-
of resent results already attained in this

State, and which it is claimed can be

improved upon.

must not be allowued to stand in the rows

of Ihe plant The sandy alluvial soil

of Grant parish is peculiarly favora-
ble to the cultivation of ramie, being
nearly all above the highest overflows,
and well adapted to a perfect s3 s t em

of drainage by ditches.

Nash of this town informs us that he

proposes to give it a trial next year,

and we sincerely hope others will do

likewise.
