FALSE PROPHETS

A Profeslon Very Popular Ameong the
Men and Women of the Last Ceatury.

The last century was prolific of false
prophets. Jane Wardlaw, the wife of
a tailor at Bolton le Moors, Lancashire,
started the delusion that Christ's second
advent was at hand, and that He would
appear in the form of a woman.
Shortly afterward Ann Lee, wife of a
blacksmith, living in Toad lane, Man-
chester, adopted the views of Jane
Wardlaw, but went far beyond them,
and became known as the mother of
the sect who now began to be called
Shakers, because they made a strange
kind of dancing one element of their
worship. Ann Lee (whose husband's
name was Stanley) had been a Quaker,
but her new doctrine had no connection
with her previous convictions. She
professed to see visions, and in 1770 she
declared that the Lord Jesus had ap-
peared to her one night and had be-
come one with her, so that whatever
she said or did was His sayingor doing.
iHer claim was to be the bride of the
Lamb, as seen by St. John, but her pre-
tensions met with little acceptance in
England, and she was inspired t:) seek a
n-w home in America. To New York
the went in 1794, accomp anied by seven
disciples and by her husband, who soon
separated from her, for now arose a
new tenet-the necessity of celibacy.
This doctrine not commending itself to
the citizens of New York. Ann Lee
went out into the wilderness of Nis-
kenna and founded the settlement of
Water Vilet, which still exists. She
made herself very obnoxious to the
American Governm ht, was arrested
as a British spy, andThrown into prison.
Persecution increased her notoriety,
and she became known as the "female
Christ." She died in 1783, but her
followers protested that she was not
-lead, only "withdrawn from sight."

Joanna Southcott was born in Devon-
shire about 1750. She spent her young
days as a domestic servant, but in the
middlle of life took to uttering proph-
ecies couched in coarse and uncouth
prose or verse. She found followers
in Exeter, but soon went up to London,
where she obtained a wider field for
the exercise of her talents. She drew
her inspiration, like others of her kind,
from the Apocalypse, and made a con-
siderable income by the sale of seals.
which were warranted to insure the
salvation of those who purchased them.
In the year of 1814, being then over
sixty years of age, she gave out that
she was the divinely-appointed mother
of the Shiloh, and that his birth on the
ensuing 14th of October would be the
second coming of Christ. Her adherents
then numbered about 100,000, and they
provided a magnificent cradle for the ex-
pected infant. A crowd assembled at
the predicted midnight, and only dis-
persed when they were informed that
Mrs. Southcott had fallen into a trance.
On the 27th of December following she
died. Her followers refused to believe
that she was dead, and wood not allow
her to be buried; but wheqzdesoomposi-
tion began to set in they consented to a
post-mortem examination, which re-
vealed dropsy as the cause of her death.

Robert MI/thews, in America, at the
beginning of this century, took up the
profession of prophet, and entered on
an extraordinary career of imposture,
fraud and crime. He was arrainged
for murder, but only convicted for as-
salting his daughter with a whip. Of
his latterdays we have no account, nor
are his blasphemous and nefarious
doings worth recording further.-
Quiver.

PLAUSIBLE OPINIONS

An Amerleam Slentlast's Idea of the Pornm-
ation of North Amermle.

The opinion is expressed by an emi-
nent American scientist, in a recent
lecture, that the North American Con-
tinent had the beginning of its form-
ation in islands of matter rising out of
the immense ocean, which grew until
they finally touched each other. Many
of these islands were volcanoes that
threw up matter that had formed be-
low the surface of the water, and were
larger below the water than above it.
The Hawaiian Islands have had many
volcanoes and were much formed by
them. Their whole area above the sea
is no more than that of the State of
Massachusetts, but their combined
bases must be equal to the whole of
New England and New York united.
Thus the original islands of this con-
tinent could easily have been made to
enlarge and join each other, and the
granite rock so abundant was doubtless
once erupted from volcanoes, like flow-
ing lava. Among the first volcanic
islands must have been Greenland,
('Canada east of Winnipeg, the Atlantic
district, the Rocky Mountains and the
Sierra Nevadas; but as the islands rose
and enlarged great depressions would
naturally commence and go on, and in
this way the depressions of Hudson's
Bay, the Mississippi Valley, and the Salt
Lake and Nevada basins were formed.
These depressions would fill with mass-
ive sediments, which would eventually
become rocks, and the depressions
would have a saucer or platter shape.-

How to Hang Thermometers.

For the exact meteorological observar-
tions the instrument should be placed
so high as to be entirely removed from
any influencesecaused by the reflex of
the sun as well as the wind from the
surrounding objects. For ordinary ob-
servations the instrument may be loa-
ted low enough to be convenient for in-
spection. In every case it should be as
free as possible so that the tube is @o-
ces•sible to air and current from all
sides, Even then there will be diere-
ences in first-class instruments. The
gresat variations between the thermom-
eters of the signal service and those cf
opticians are elmply due to the diffe-
enoes in Ialtitudes. These varilcas
are grater in hot weather, when they

sc ometimes four or ave degrees,
because the heat is reflected from the
sidewalks and houses upon the very
sensitive mercury. while in the cleoads,
where the signal ofeers dwell, there is
liftle or no reker During the wihter

8WEEPING DAY.

isew It Can aB obbed of some of .t
mest Disngeeste Westures.

If you look at your house-work as
the means to a delightful home, it will
not seem hard or hateful; even the
dreaded sweeping day, which I own to
liking worse than wash day, leads to
the repose of fresh, fragrant rooms,
and a sanctity from dust and deface-
ment. It need not be quite so much a
penance if you have proper aids.
(These are covers of glased cambric
for large furniture, carpet sweeper,
brushes, patience, care, etc.)

If you sweep with a broom, use
damp tea leaves, bran, coarse meal.
saw-dust or dry snow, to keep down
the dust, remembering to have these
things damp, not wet; to sprinkle only
a yard or two where you mean
to sweep at once, smd to take it up
with the sweepings before you go to
the next place. Brushing a damp
mass of dust and trash over a whole
carpet is not the way to improve it.
Fine carpets like Wilton or Moquette
should be swept with the pile to keep
them from wearing; and dealers say
that Brussels should be swept only one
way. It is a good rule always to begin
at the corner farthest from the door,
taking up the dust every yard or two.
Take rags up, bringing opposite sides
together, not to spill the dust; lay
them face down on green sward, or
hang them so out of windows, and
beat the backs till all the dust is out.
Beating on the face sends the dust into
the firm woven ground of the rugs.-
Baptist Weekly.

If you have a horse
addicted to shying, remove the blinds
and be kind to him for a few dlays, un-
til he has gained confidence in himself
and in you.

Mrs. Henry Ward Beeeher's Contribatlon
to the Discussion of This Subject.

If we learn that a girl has "given
warning" to her employer of her inten-
tion to leave, there is no dishonor in
trying to secure her. But to "do as
we would be dlone by," to avoid the
least appearance of evil, it is but wise
and just to go first to her present
mistress and state our wishes and make
all necessary inquiries.

Paper Water Pipes.

A short time ago it was given out
that paper rails had been made and
successfully tested. Now the same m-
terial has been utilized for making
pipes, and a certain quantity of suchb
pipes have been exhibited in Vienna.
The process is as follows: Strips of
paper, the width of which corresponds
with the length of one pipe section, are
drawn through melted asphalt, sad
wound upon a mandrel When the
pipe thus made has cooled, the man-
dtrel is withdrawn, and the inside is cov-
ered with a k;ni of enamel, the na•ure
of which comprises the main secret of
the invention, and is therefore not
ma de known. The outsid is painted
w th asphalt varnish and dusted over
with sand. It is stated that such a
pipe will resit some two thomsnd
poen-ls internal pressure, though the
thi.:kness of the stuff is on obu

WHITE ANTS.

A merse BDsildings Attaeked sad Deo
stroyed By These lsects.

IBloomtnrton (IIL) Dispatch.]
Prof. 8. A. Forbes, State Entomologist,

was in this city to-day, returning from
Mount Palatine, Putnam County, where
be was summoned to view the work of
damaging insects. He visited the farm of
John Wilson, near Mount Palatine, and
found that his premises had been almost
completely destroyed by white ants, a
species very uncommon in America, but
very similar to the white ants of India and
Africa. The insects first attacked an out-
door cellar, working on the under-
side of the roof and the inside of
the walls. Their working is confined
to the wood-work, and they so
hollowed out the roof and sides of
the cellar that it collasped. From the cel-
lar they spread to the residence, and have
completely ruined a great part of the
building. Here they worked through the
sills, in the studding, in the weather-
boarding, window and door casings and
the rafters and shingles. They also laid
hold of the granary, which was built of
bard wood, and so worked on the sills and
oak plank floor that the floor of its own
weight fell in. The cellar is completely
ruined; a part of the hous3 will be liable
to be torn down, as will also the granary.
The loss entailed is several hundred dol-
lars. The professor advised that all the
wood affected be destroyed, and the re-
mainder saturated with gasoline. He
says that he has known ants to work in
rotten logs and in culverts and bridges,
but he never knew them to attack build-
ings. He says that the light is offensive
to them, and that their work is not easily
detected. He suggests that railroad men
should exercise great care that these ants
do not get in their bridges. Wilson's
premises are in the midst of a large
prairie. Prof. Forbes says the ants have
been there four or five years, but their
presence there he can not account for, un-
less they were conveyed from the woods
in a log that they were working. He says
they are very prolific and dimcult to de.
stroy.
