PLANTING SHADE-TREES.

Asnoylagy Mistukes Frequeatly Made in
Laying Oat Farms sad Lawns.

Not a few who are making a com-
mencement In layiug out a farm, gar-
den or village lot, or in fact any kind
of a suburban place, make annoying
mistakes in that part of the work which
relates to trée-planting. These mis-
takes are annoying, first, hecause by
planting wrong varieties of troes, the
beauty of what might be a handsome
place is badly marred, if not destroyed;
and, second, because it is am error
which can not be remedied in a week,
a month or a year. The logie of
“Woodman, spare that tree” is not to
he despised, for who can look on the
destruction of a noble tree of .many
summers’ growth without thinking that
the man who destroys it must become
gray before he can see it replaced in
full beauty?

Most people who plant treés have
their favorites, and very often fall into
the error of planting these, whether
they are. adapted to the climate, soil
and situation or not. All soils are not
ndapted to certain trees any more than
all climates will produce the same
crops. For instance, a person laying
out the front of u ten-acre lot placed n
row of rock or “sugar” maple trees
along the road for shade. These troes
have been planted some fifteen vears,
and are either dead or have not made
as much growth in that time as g suit-
able tree should make in two years.
Many such lines of trees were planted
with “silver leaf maple” at the same
time, and in the same kind of =oil, and
are now from fifteen to thirty-five feet
in height, and some of them measure

A good many planters first select the
tree, and afterwards look at the soil
and climate they have to raise it in. It
is better to have a good, thrifty tree
even if it be nothing but a quick grow-
ing common one, such as a willow, a
catalpa or a loeust. Such trees as these
are better adapted to dry, sandy soils
and hot climate than many of the bet-
ter sorts of timber, such as hard maple,
beech, bireh, walnut, chestnut, oak and
the like, which are all fine trees, but re-
quire almost a life-time to attain n size
suitgble to make good shade trees.

Those who are starting s new place
destitute of shade will find a few quick-
growing trees of generous proportions
a great relief and shade during the
long trying days of summer. [ have in
mind an irregular line of seven trees,
consisting of locust and willow, planted
sixteen years ago.
