Gen. Nicholls in 1880.
[lake Charles Commercial.J

The following excerpts from the
New Orleans Democrat, of Jan-
uary 14, 1880, and January 16, 180,
then under the management of
Maj. E. A. Burke, written and
published at a time when our able
contemporary represented some-
thing else in Louisiana besides the
Ring, show in what esteem Gen.
Nicholls was held by the people,
and are faithful echoes of the,
then, public sentiment:

"The outgoing administration, though
hampered by the old constitution, will
be recorded in history as one of the
purest and ablest winch has ever wielded
the affairs of the State. Luring the term
of that gallant soldier and statesman,
Governor Nicholls, no whisper has been
heard of wrong or corruption in the va.
nous departments of the government,
and the laws have been impartially and
ably executed. The levees have been
carefully looked after and an immense
amount of work well and economically
done. The interests of the State have
been guarded with thoughtful care, and
all the public institutions conducted in
a manner that reflects credit upon the
administration.

Surrounded at the first by difficulties
that seemed wellaigh insurmountable,
Governor Nicholls overcame them all,
and leaves the office which he has hon.
ored and dignified with the proud con-
scionanoes of duty well performed and re-
taining the warm aftention of the people."

"Yesterday witnessed the completion
of the formalities attendant upon the
transfer of the reins of government and
to-day Francis T. Nicholls returns to the
walks of private citisenship. The adop-
tron of the new constitution has abbre-
viated his term by one year, and the State
thus loses his services sooner than was
contemplated at the time of his instill-
ment. Governor Nicholls did not seek
the office in the first place; there is no
reason to suppose that he retires from it
with any other than a feeling of relief
and satisfaction, and he is succeeded by a
man who is equally the choice of the
people. Nevertheless it is impossible to
take leave of Governor Nicholls without
emotion. Although there have been, du-
ring the last two years and a half, none
of those great emergencies which bring
out a man in sharp definition, and associ-
ate him in men's minds with common
peril and common effort and common
destiny, the circumstances under which
he took his seat will always retamn a place
in the memory of the people as one of
the most momentus episodes in our
history. Governor Nicholls himself will
stand apart, singled out from the pro-
cession of governors, a figure of special
interest and significance."

"It was Governor Nicholls' intelligence
and courage that led us safely through
that tremendous epoch, and led us into
sweet refuge of lasting and assured seou-
rity. lie should not be suffered to return
to private life without this distinct and
explicit recognition of the great debt due
him by the people of Louisiana. Al-
though we owe him much for the integ-
rity and the ability of his ad&iiistration
since, that is as nothing compared to the
obliiatiou under which he has placedl us
by reason of his splendid address in lead I-
ing nmu out of the wildernese of poiitical
elavery into the beautiful land flowing
with the milk and honey of freedom and
pence. No man has ever retired from
such a position with so proud and honora-
ble a record. No man has ever achieved
a stronirer title to the confidence and alffec-
tron and gratitude of his people."

Six monthls afterward, on the
14th of July, 1880, the same paper
lpubllished the following editorial:

* * * "General Nicholls left the ex-.
ecntive chair of the State a thoroughly
poor man. He abandoned a comfortable
home m Assumption, and a practice
which, thiough perhaps not lucrative
suntleedt for his simple wants and assurd
his fnture, to accept the nomination
preuedl upon him by his fellow-citizens
m 1876. Of course after an almence of
four y2ars the restoration of the old sit-
nation would have been imposible, and
Genendr Nicholls was left, virtually, to
begin the struggle of life afresh. This
appointment, therefore, not only involves
a gratifying and complimentary indorse-
ment from a corporation composed of our
very first merchants, but it also secures
to General Nicholls a timely and consid-
erable contribution to his revenue.

"We feel very sure that the Factors
and Traders' Company will never have
the alightest reason to regret their choice
of General Nicholls. It ms ade to predict
that he will be found in his private re
lations as he always was in his official

Ilellts were' inaugurnated anld ce,mllvlet4-d.
The change from the Bureau to the
representative sytem was hailed by
the public as a beneficent one. They
did not dream of Lite seaction thatt was
to cosme on soon.

Looking back at this little miunicilel
history we may Milll conclude, as does
a correspondent whose coin mmunicdtion"
on this subject appears in another
column, that the masses of the people
of this parish who are behind this
"Big Four" movenment are now most
intent on escaping from the grip which
the McEnery Ring has upon both the
State and the city.
