River Survey,
Horace M. Marshall and Mr.

Buck, United States Engineers,
r came to our city on Saturday last,r by direction of Secretary of War,

to examine into the standing and
condition of the promoters of the
r Natchitoches Cane River BridgeI Company, as the rules of the De-
partment and the law requires.
They found everything in that in-
terest perfectly satisfactory and
will so report. Mr. Marshall states
that the engineers having in charge
the improvement of navagation of
Red river will probably recommend
a system of locks and dams for that
stream. He informs us that the
Department is anxious to obtain
information concerning the busi-
ness and commerce of Cabe river,
as that stream will be rendered
permanently navigable by the
system proposed. A look at or be-
low Colfax, on Red will give Cane
river slack water navigation through
to its head during all season. Mr.
Buck is making a geologic survey
of the hills near Campte and be-
yond Black Lake in order to de-
termine their formation, and par-
ticularly to learn the structure of
the bed rock and its position, with
a view to its use for building pur-
poses.-Democratic Review.
