Those members of the Assembly
who voted in favor of the lotiery
amendment being submitled to the
peaple, cannot escape the odium of
their treachery to the Democratic
party. Any man with an ounce of
brains ought to know that after the
lottery amendment has passed both
hranches of the legislature it must
go lo the peaple for ratifieation or
rejection, and no Democratic con-
vention or primary can in an way
control or prevent it from being

An Excellent Law.
A vew law for the selection of
grand jurors has been successfully
engineered fo its final passage by
Representative C. C. Duun, of
Grant parish, and it only lacks the
governor's signature dmd promul-
gation to become a law. The
act (No. 183) provides that the
grand jurors shall be selected from
among the most intelligent repre-
sentative men of the parish, one

from the parish at Iarge. Also that
the grand jurors so selected and
appointed shall assemble at the
court house eight days before the
commencement of the jury terms
of the court, and investigate all
violation of law,the district attorney
also being Tequired to meet with
them. This is a most important
law, and we doubt not will meet
with universal approval,
