YOU CAN NOT REACH IT.

John Ne Witt Warner in Favor of Abol-
Ishing Personal Property Taxoes,

Last Thursday evening John De Witt
Warner delivered an interesting address
to the Maphattan single tax club on
*“The liberation of personal property
from taxation.” Ife premised his re-
marks by asserting that every commun-
ity shonld have the right o say how it
should ralse the money to support itsel?
and pay its dues to the State and gener-
al governments. In his opinion direct
tnxation was the fairest method, though
there were many people who did not
think so,

Money must be raised to support gov-
ernment, said Mr. Warner, and the
question for us to ider is how it can
best be rafsed so as to fall equally on all
cltizens in proportion to the advantages
they recelve from the community. Is
our present method good enough? I
think not. The system of taxing per-
sonal property is universally conceded
to be a failure, opening the door to
fraud, robbery and blackmail. Honest
men pay it; bot men who are willing to
I#® always escape. Wo can not reach
personal property to tax it. Read the
daily report of bank deposits; you will
360 that they amount to more than the
entirosum on which personal property
taxes aro paid A fire inone of our
large down town stores shows, in the
eatimate of loss incurred, how immense
must be the amount of personal
property in goods in this city
subject to tax, but on which no tax
I8 collectod. A fire In g Fifth or Madi-
fon avenno mansion shows how great is
the amount in furniture and articles of
house adornment which also failed to be
taxed. And even when assessors do try
to reach personsal property—when they
go behind the oath of the person liable
to taxstion—and find property not in-
cluded in the schedulo—even then it is
almost impossible to collect the tax.

Bome years ago, despite bis oath that
the value of his porsonal property
amounted to only some nominal sum,
the wmasessors, on facts in their posses-
sion, assessed the late William H. Van-
derbilt on £8,000,000. He was cornered,
it 1s true; but ho said he wouldn’t pay
it, bocause there were other people, to
his positive knowledge, who were rich
but who did not pay a cent persona)
taxes. And in the end the matter wyas
compromised on a basis of $2,000,000,
which all will agree was not ten per
cent. of the value of tho taxabie person-
al property held by him. He wasn't al-
together wrong in refusing to pay the
tax—nobody pays it if they can help it
The truth about this thing is, every-
body knows that the j al property
ox i3 a humbug.

High Rent Frevents Marrisge.

A correspondent writing to the Even
ing World gives his opinion as to why
our young men do not marry. He lays
it to the fact that ““Wages are too low
and rent too high.” Read what he says,
and then ask yourself if he does not
come near to the true reasom why our
young men are inclining more each year
to celibacy:

FARM AND GARDEN.

DAIRY MISTAKES.
fome Things That Duirymen Ought Not
to Do.

The disheariening pricos of 1800 for
sutter and cheese will very likely
nave a demoralizing effect upon farm-
58 engaged in this branch of farming.
Let me urge you all, says a writer in
‘he Ohio Farmer, not to show the
white feather for a moment or lose your
grip at all. 1t will be a better business
in the near future. Now is the time to
review the work and .see where mis-
takes have been made. I will point Fyou
“0 one or more things to consider.

I think it is very bad policy to let a
veal ealt sack a dairy cow five or six
weeks and have ali the milk in April or
May, tc make a three to four dollar
veal carcass. You might just as well
make from seventy-five cents to one dol-
lar per week of butter from the same
milk and feed the skim milk to the
calf, slightly warmed. and whenelght to
ten weeks old it will then bring more

from five to eight dollars per head
better, for the reason that cows will
give more milk right along il the
calves are never allowed to suck them
at all after the milk is good.

This sdvantage, together with the ex-
tra butter made, will amount to fully
that sum. Farmers that send milk to

commit this blunder. If butter com-
wands the very low price it does to-day
—eight cents per pound—and I am buy-
ing hundreds of pounds of it from mer-
chants at that price this week—it is far
better for the farmer to buy some good,
large, tlean, pork barrels and fill them
with a good stromg brine about one-
third full, and as fast as they make the
butter not let it be exposed o the air
at all, but make it into rolls and wrap
it in thin, cheap cotton cloth, so the
rolls will not stick together and put
them into this brine and keep a fol-
lower with stome weights on to press
it down under the brine all the time,
wnd your butter will keep in the best
condition from early spring to winter.
Packing in crocks or wooden tubs can
never be made to do as well as the above
plan. You can thén hold your butter
safely until the hot weather prices are
over and get more money for it later
on. If it isever made fit to eat it will
begood for many months. These bar-
rels should be placed in some good, cool
place and as freo as possible from any
unnecessary stinks. The butter will
not absorb any too much salt from th:
brine. This reform is possible for every
{amily to observe, and especially where
they keep only one or two cows; if they
will manage the business as above
stated they can keep up their own sup-
ply of butter and nnt feel forced to sell
cheap in bot weather and pay dear for
it in winter months.

Gopher Trap.

Mr. F. L. Washburn, the entomolo-
gist of the Oregon experiment station,
the trap shown herewith has proved vary
successful in catching gophers in
California., In the last bulletin issned
from the Oregon station a good deal is
said about killing gophers. The pie-
ture needs no explanation. The trap is
set at the bottom of the gopher’s bole.
It is doubtful if he knows “‘what struck
him” after the trap springs. Another
method is to sink five-galion oil cans
sbout one hundred feet apart in a diteh
s spade wide and about sixteen inches

deep, which is dug around the land so
be protected. Theditch must, of course,
be wider than the cans. Gophers travel
at night, and, on trying to come into
the inclosure, tumble into the ditch and

A “smoker,” or “sulphur gun" is some-
times used. This is a sort of rude
pamp made of two preces of stovepipe,
for forcing the fumes of sulphur into
the gopher's hole. Bisulphide of carbon
is also used. A piece of cotton half the
size of one's fist is saturated with the
ligeid and thrust into the burrow as
far as possible, the opening being care-
tully stopped. This should be done
when the ground is dawp. We are also
told of an ingenious trap for catehing
jack rabbits. A piece of ground about
fifteen feet square In a locality infested
by rabbits, ia surrounded by a board
fence high enough to prevemt their
jumping over. On one side s plank
runs from the ground, with an easy
slope, %0 the top of the pen, and pro-
jects a foot over the inclosure. Above
the projecting end. and just far enough
in tront of it to cause the animal to
reach, lose his balance, and fall into the
pen, is hung some tempting bait. A
little bait is scatterad along outside the
pen and along ‘the plank to attract the
rabbits.

Fllling Up Nail Holes.

The following method of fillling up
asil holes in wood it not only simple,
but said to bo effectual. Take fine saw-
dust snd mix intoa thick paste with
glue, pound it into the hole, ana when
dry it will make the wood as good as
new. Frank Christian, Jr., in Stove
snd Hardware, says he has followed
this plan for thirty years with unvary-
ing in repairing bellows, which
is the most severe test known. Often
by frequent attachment of new lesther
to old bellows frames, the wood be-
comed 80 perforated that thers is no
space to drive the nails, and evem if
there was, the remaining holes wounld
allow the air to escape. Glus and saw-
dust paste do the work, while lead,
putty snd other remedies often fail.

It ls easy, says Galen Wilson, to pre-
vent cabbage worms from injuring the
plants. Just keep the crowns filled
with soil. The earth does no harm to

thecabbages, as the heads grow up from
