Some Third Party Reformefas
Our Third party friends have

never failed to accuse the Demo-
cratic party of corruption and gen-
eral mismanagement of affairs, al-
so that men elected by that party
to office were actuated by unworthy
motives, in many instances dishon-
est, and not deserving the confi-
dence of the people.

Our Legislature has just adjourn-
ed, and, if the conduct of Represen-
tatives elected by the Third party
is a fair criterion, it is the old story
of the pot calling the kettle black,
if we admit the charges made
against the Democratic party,
which we do not.

These reflections are suggested
by the action of our Senator and
third party Representatives in the
Legislature in drawing compensa-
tion for actual traveling expenses
incurred in going to Baton Rouge
and returning. Article 27 of the
constitution says that members of
the General Assembly shall receive
a compensation not to exceed four
dollars per day, and their actual
traveling expenses going to and re-
turning from the seat of govern-
ment.

In order to get the actual travel-
ing expenses of different members,
as some live further from the Capi-
tol than others, each Senator and
Represetative is required to certi-
fy over his own signature what his
actual expenses were, and our Sen-
ator made his as follows:

,will incur in returning to his Senatorial
District.

What will our people think of
this action one of the high moral
exponents of Third party princi-
ples? Any one acquainted with
the cost of going from his residence
to Baton Rouge must know that
ten dollars is quite sufficient (in
fact, can be made for less than
that), yet he certifies that it cost
him $23 00, which certificate was
taken as a matter of honor, and he
accepted and received that amount
from the State.

The records show that he is not
the only one that certified to large
expenses in order to get a few more
dollars from the treasury. H. L.
Brian, Representative from Winn,
editor of the Third party organ,
leader of the Farmers' Alliance,
certified that his actual traveling
expenses to Baton Rouge and re-
turn was $60 00. Thirty dollars
cost for going from Winnfield to
Baton Rouge, and thirty dollars to
return! Will any one believe this
to be true? Yet he certifies that
it cost him that amount.

Another instance, our own Re-

presentative, who was supported by
so many conscientious farmers, al-
liance men, for the position, certi-
fied that it cost him $28 50 to go
from his home to Baton Rouge,
and a like amount to return, mak-
ing $57 mn all.

Any person acquainted with the
facts must know these are very ex-
pensive trips paid for by the State,
because these men made certifl-
catesequivalent to affidavits that it
cost them the amount mentioned.

It is now high time for Messrs.
B. F. Brian, H. L Brian and A.
Shelby to explain how it was their
trips to Baton Rouge were so ex-

pensive. We think they can not
do so; and it seems clear that they

saw in this opportunity a chance
to get a few more dollars from the
State than was justly due them,
and they were not slow to take ad-
vantage of it. If these men are
fair exponents of the Third party
(and they seem to be leaders), it
seems that the time has arrived for
our good farmer friends to serious-
ly consider whose leadership they
are following.

The evidence of these parties
making certificates mentioned will
be produced if necessary, but we
feel satisfied they will not deny it,
in fact they cannot do so.

Hon. N. C. Blanchard.
By referring to the announce-

ment in another place in this paper
it will be seen that the Hon. N. C.
Blanchard is before the people
agaiwsas a candidate for re-election
to Congress. He has served the
people of this district faithfully
and well for four successive terms,
and needs but little introduction.
In fact, his services in Congress
have given him considerable na-
tional reputation, and his ability
to serve us in the halls of Congress
may now be considered at its ze-
nith. That he is to have able and
deserving competitors, we doubt
not, but it becomes a very serious
consideration as to whether or not
a change is desirable or even poli-
tic at this time. We shall have
more to say on this subject at some
future date.
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An Erroneous Impression.
The report is current that the

parish treasury is empty, and that
Grant is deeply in debt. This is a
mistake. All the expenses of the
parish have been met and paid up
to this date out of the balance or
surplus of the revenues of 1891,
which was not exhausted until
within the last few days. There is
at present $145 77 of parish in-
debtedness outstanding, for which
there is no cash on hand to pay.
The revenues of 1892, amounting to
about 88000 00, have yet to be col-
lected, and the parish is really in
good financial condition, and, after
the new jail is paid for and all
current expenses met, there will be
fully a thousand dollars balance re-
maining in the treasury.

The People's Party Platform.
The national convention of the

People's party met at Omaha, Neb.,
on Saturday, July 2d. On Sunday
a great many addresses were made
in memory of CoL Polk, the late
national president of the Farmers'
Alliance. On Monday, the 4th of
July, the delegates at the conven-
tion had a big time in the conven-
tion hall, especially when the plat
form was read and adopted.
A majority of the delegates want-

ed to nominate Judge Walter Q.
Gresham, of Indianana, but the
Judge declined the honor.

Gen. James B. Weaver, of Iowa
was nominated for President on
the first ballot, receiving 996 votes;
Senator Kyle received 265 votes.
The nomination was made Mnani-
mous. Gen. G. J. Field, of Vir-
ginia, was nominated for Vice Pres-
ident on the first ballot.

The Louisiana delegation cast 32
votes for Gen. Weaver. The na-
tional committe members fromLon-
isians are G. W. Bruce, B. F.
Hardesty and J. W. Bart. There
was about 1300 delegates at the con-
vention.

The following is the preamble

and platform adopted:
Assembled upon the one han-

dredth and sixteenth anniversary
of the D)eclaration of independence,
the People's Party of America, in
their first national convention, in-
voking upon their action the Imls.

sing of Almighty God puts forth
in the name and on behalf of the
people of this country the follow-
ing preamble and declaration of
principles:

The conditions which surround
us best justify our co-operation.
We meet in the midst of a nation
brought to the verge of a moral
political and material ruin. Cor-
ruption dominates the ballot box,
the Legislatures, the Congress, and
touches even the ermine of the
bench. The people are demoralized;
most of the States have been com-
pelled to isolate the voters at the
polling places to prevent universal
intimidation or bribery. The news-
papers are largely subsidized or
muzzsled, public opinion silenced,
business prostrated, our homes cov-
erd with mortgages, labor impover-
ished, and the land concentrating
in the hands of capitalists.

The urban workmen are denied
the right of organization for self-
protection: iniported, pauperized
labor beats down their wages; a
hireling standing army, unrecogni-
sed by our laws is established to.
shoot them down, and they are rap-
idly degenerating into European
conditions. The fruits of the toil
of millions are boldly stolen to
build up collossal fortunes for a
few, unprecedented in the history
of mankind, and the posessors of
these, in tarn, despise the republic
and endanger liberty. From the
same prolific womb of government-
al injustice we become the two
great classes - tramps and millon-
aires.

"The national power to create
money is apptopriated to enrich
bondholders; a vast public debt,
payable in legal tender currency,
has been funded into gold-bearing
bonds, thereby adding millions to
the burdens of the people.

Silver, which has been accepted
as coin since the dawn of history,
has been demonetized to add to the
purchasing power of gold by de-
creasing the value of all forms of
property, as well as human labor,
and the suply of currency is pur-
posely abridged to fatten usurer
bankers, by the slave industry.

A vast conspiracy against man-
kind has been organized in two
continents and it is rapidly taking
possession of the world. If not
overthrown at once it forebodes
terrible social convulsions, the de-
struction of civilization and the es-
tablishment of absolute depotism.
We have witnessed for more than
a quarter of a century the strug-
gles of the two great political psar-
ties for power and plunder, while
grevious wrongs have been inflict-
ed upon the suffering people. We
charge that the controling inflt.
ences dominating both these par-
ties have permitted the existing
dreadful conditions to develop
without serious effort to prevent
or restrain them. Neither do they
now promise us any subtantial re-
form. They have agreed togeth-
er to ignore every issue in the
campaign but one. They propose
to drown the outcries of a plunder-
ed people with the uproar of a
sham battle over the tariff, so that
capitalists, corporations, national
banks, rings, trusts, watered stock.
the demonetization of silver and
the oppression of the usurers may
all be lost sight of. They propose
to sacrifice our homes, wives and
children on the altar of mammon;

destroy the multitude in order
secure corruption funds from

tmillionaires.
iAssembled at the anniversary of

the birthday of the nation, filled
with the spirit of the grand gener-
ation which established our inde-
pendence, we seek to restore the
government of the republic to the
hands of the '"plain people" with
whose class it originated.

We assert oar purpose to be
identical with the purpose of the
national constitution, to form a
more perfect union; to establish
justice, insure domestie tranuquili-
ty, provide for the common de-
fense, promote the general welfare
and secure the blessings of liberty
for ourselves and our posterity.

We declare that this republic
can only endure a free government
while built upon the love of the
whole people for each other and
the nation; that it cannot be pin-
ned by bayonets; that the civil war
is over and that every passion and
resentment which grew out of it
must die with it, ad that we must
be, in fact, as we de in name, one
united brotherhood of free men.
