Within the last few days the cotton '

ket has d much better figures,
and the general aspect of sellers is stiff
and firm. Prices for middling rule at
about 7){ cents, and a further upward
tendevey is confidently predicted. Tt
makes little difference to our people what
brings this rise about, just so they get
the beneflts of a good price for cotton.
Cleveland Democrats claim it to be the
beneficial effocts of the President’s pohey
in restoring confldence in financisl eir-
cles, while the “silver-bugs” claim the
agitation abont free coinage did it!
