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The Constatutional Conmontiom.
There is a great deal of igno-

rance among all classes in Louis-
iana in relation to the proposed
constitutional convention, and
many of the editors in discussing
the subject exhibit about as little
knowledge as the masses in their
comments. The sum of the law
providing for the convention may
be stated as follows : An election
to be held on the 2nd Tuesday in
January, 1898, to elect 134 dele-
gates from representative districts,
and 36 delegates at large, to assem-
ble in New Orleans on the 2nd
Tuesday in February, 1898. The
election is to be held under the
present election law, and one
peculiar feature of the proposi-
tion which many fail to under-
stand, is the fact that voters will
cast their ballots for the delegates
to be elected, and at the same time
will vote for or against holding
the convention. So, under this
unusual arrangment, delegates
may be elected to attend the con-
vention, and at the same time the
majority vote may decide that no
convention shall be held.

It has been contended, and we
have heretofore favored the idea,
that all needed changes in the con-
stitution can be made by amend-
ments. The objection to this
method, however, is very serious,
as the amendments are always sub-
mitted to the people when a gen-
eral election is in progress and the
combined demagogy of a multi-
tude of candidates for office blinds
the masses as to their true inter-
est. This was strikingly illustrat-
ed in the last electionu when half a
dozen or more important and vital
amendments were defeated by the
selfishness and ignorance of candi-
dates for petty offices, who op-
posed their' adoption simply to
pander to ignorant clamor and
land themselves in position. To
avoid this it is necessary to separ-
ate these important measures from
the turmoil and strife incident to
a general scramble for office, and
the late legislature has wisely pro-
vided for consideration of this
question at s time when there is
nothing else to distract the people
from their true interests.

There are many vital changes
that need to be made in the con-
stitution, and the utmost caution,
and patriotism should prevail in
in the selection of the delegates
who are to frame it's provisions.
The constitution of 1879 was ad-
opted at a time when our people
were heated and restive under the
laws imposed upon them during
the days of reconstruction, and
they were willing to try almost
anything for a change. The time
is more propitious now than then,
and we should be able to lay aside
all prejudice and partisanship in
considering it's provisions. Let
it be remembered that we are to
build for our children and the pos-
terity of fature generations.
Withmin the last few years several
of the States have adopted new
constitutions, and we have their
agregated wisdom added to our
own experience to guido as in
framing a constitution that will
stand the test of time. Let politi-
cal upstarts and demagogaes be
relegated to the rear, and do not
allow party advantage to be con-
sidered, for no suceh advantage can
possibly oompensate for a mistake
in the constitution of our beloved

tax themselves for school purposes.

4-Restricting the employment of con-
victs, only allowing them to be em-
ployed on public works, and then only
in cases of public calamity or urgent
necessity.

5-A railroad ommiasion to regulate
freights and prevent discrimation,
6-A provision prohibition State or

parish oMcials from being in any way
interested in public contracts.

7-Doing away with forfeiture of pro-
perty to the State for non payment of
taxes, and providing for it's sale in di-
reet and satisfactory form. I

8--The parishes, cities, towns and
wards should also have the right to tax
themselves and contract debts (under
certain restrictlons)for purposes of pub-
lic improvement, or to aid manufactur-
ing and other enterprises to locate im-
provements in the interested localities.

These, and other propositions
that may be advanced during the
season, we propose to discuss dar-
ing the summer months, and will
be pleased to receive communica-
tions from any of our citizens that
may feel interest sufficient to com-
ment on them.
