
RATE INCREASE
NECESSARY

FARMERS' UNION OFFI-
CIALS THINK RAILROADS

ARE ENTITLED TO
MORE REVENUE.

Products of Plow and Farmer
Who Lives at Home Should

Be Exempt From In-
crease.

The recent action of the Inter-
state Commerce Commission in
granting an increase in freight
rates in the eastern classification
of territory; the application of
the roads by state and interstate
commissions for an increase in
rates, and the utterances of Pres-
ident Wilson on the subject
bring the farmers of this nation
face to face with the problem of
an increase in freight rates. ,It
is the policy of the Farmers'
Union to meet the issues affect-
ing the welfare of the farmers
squarely and we will do so in
this instance.

The transportation facilities of
the United States are inadequate
to effectively meet the demands
of commerce and particularly in
the South and West additional
railway mileage is needed to ac-
commodate the movement of farm
products. If in the wisdom of
our Railroad Commissions an in-
crease in freight rates is neces-
sary to bring about an improve-
nment in our transportation ser-
vice, and an extension of our
mileage, then an increase should
be granted and the farmer is will-
ing to share such proportion of
the increase as justly belongs to
him, but we have some sugges-
tions to make as to the manner in
which this increase shall be lev-
ied.
Rates Follow Lines of Least Re-

'sistance.
The freight rates of the nation

have been built up along lines of
least resistance. The merchant,
the manufacturer, the miner, the
miller, the lumberman and the
cattleman have had their traffic
Lureaus thoroughly organized and
in' many instances they have pur-
sued the railroad without mercy
and with the power of organized
torinage they have hammered the
life out of the rates and with un-
restrained greed they have eaten
the vitals out of our transporta-
tion system and since we have
hid railroad commissions, these
interests, with skill and cunning,
are represented at every hearing
in which their business is in-
volved.

The farmer is seldom repre-
sented at rate hearings as his or-
ganizations have never had the
finances to employ counsel to de-
velop his side of the case and as
a result, the products of the plow
bear an unequal burden of the
freight expense.

What is a Fair Rate?
We do not know what consti-

tutes a basis for rate making and
have never heard of anyone who
did claim to know much about
it, but if the prosperity of the
farm is a factor to be considered
and the railroad commission con-
cludes that an increase in rates
is necessary, we would prefer
that it come to us through ar-
ticles of consumption on their
journey from the factory to the
farm. W'e would, for example,
prefer that the rate on hogs re-
main as at present and the rate
on meat bear the increase, for any
farmer can then avoid the burden
by raising his own meat, and i
farmer who will not try to raiae
his own meat ought to be penal-
ized. We think the rate on coal
and brick can much better bear
an increase than the rate on cot-
ton and flour. We would prefer
that the rate on plows remain the
same, and machinery, pianos and
such articles as the poorer farm.
er cannot hope to possess bear
the burden of increase.

The increase in rates should be
so arranged that the farmer who
lives at home will bear no part
of the burden, but let the farm-
er who boards in other states and
countries and who fyds his stock
in foreign lands, pay the price of
his folly.

AN ORDINANCE.
Whereas more than one-fourth of the,

property taxpayers of Road District
Number Seven of Grant parish, Louisi-
ana, eligible to vote in a tax election in
said district of said parish, have peti-
tioned the police jury to order an elec-
tion in said district to determine wheth-
er or not a -ial five mills tax for
five years, begir ,ing with the year 1915
and ending with the year 1919, shail be'
levied and collected on all the pruperty
in said district subject to taxation, for
the purpose of maintaining the public
roads in said Distract No. 7; anld

Whereas, it is the opinion of thi-
oody that the contemplated main.ain-
snce of public roads is for the kubliL
.elfare; and

Whereas, aside from said petition, it
is the voluntary will of this body to call
the election herein provided for; and

Whereas Article 293 of the Constitu-
don of 1913 authorizes the levying and
collection of such a tax on the property
if Road District Number Seven, when
suthorized at an election held for this
purpose; and

Whereas Act 256 of 1910, and amend-
ments, provides the method of holding
such election; now, therefore,

Section 1-
Be it ordained by the police jury of

Grant parish, Louisiana, in regular ses-
sion convened, That an election is
hereby called to be held in Road District
Number Seven of this parish at Mont-
gomery precinct and Verda precinct on
Monday, April the 5th, 1915, at
which election a majority of the prop-
erty taxpayers of said road district, in
number and amount, eligible to vote
and voting shall determine the proposi-
Sion to levy a five mills tax on all the
taxable property in said Road District
Number Seven in said parish for the pe-
:iod of five years, beginning with the
year 1915 and ending with the year
1919, for the purpose of building and
:naintaining the public roads in said
t(oad District Number Seven.

Section G2-
Be it further ordained, That the

-lerk of the police jury is instructed to
.)repare for use at said election a sufti-
lent number of ballots, on each of

which shall be printed substantialhy the
provisions mentioned in section one of
this ordinance, to-wit:

PROPOBSTION.
Proposition to levy a five

mills tax on all the prope .y in
Road District Number S ven,
Grant parish, Louisiana, for a
period of five years, beginning
with the year 1915 and ending
with the year 1919, both years
inclusive, for the purpose of No
building and maintaining the
public roads in said Road Dis-
trict Number Seven, Grant
parish, Louisiana.

NOTICE TO VOTER.
To vote in favor of the proposition

submitted on this ballot place a crobs
(X) mark in the square after the word
"Yes." To vote against the proposi-
tion place a similar mark in the square
after the word "No."

Section 3-
Be it further ordained, That-the clerk

of the police jury is instructed tqb.ae
prepared for use at said eleectn all
necessary ballot boxes, tally sheets,
registrar's lists of property taxpayers
eligible to vote in said eleetion and the
valuation of their property, blank lists
for entering the names of those who
actually voted at said election, and com-
piled statement blanks for compiling
the votes in number.and amount.

Section 4-
Be it further ordained, That the com-

pensation of the election commissioners
at said election shall be three dollars
per day for one day, for the clerk three
dollars per day for one day, for the re-
turning officer three dollars per day for
three days, and the said election shall
be held at the following polling places
and by the officers here named, each
being a registered voter:

At Montgomery Precinct-J. H. Ward-
low, R. A. Sellers and R. A. Woods,
commissioners; H. H. Horn, clerk;
E. W. Rodgers, returning officer.

At Verda Precinct-Milton O'Quinn,
D. O. Morris and G. D. Smith, commis-
sioners; L. B. Woods, clerk; C. J.
Hutchinson, returning officer.

Section 5-
Be it further ordained, That n'tice

of this election containing the proposi-
tion herein submitted to the voters
shall be. prepared and signed by the
president and secretary of the police
jury and shall be pubishbed in the offi-
cial journal four weekly insertions, the
date of the first insertion to be not less
than thirty days before the date of the
election. The said notice shall further
recite that on Tuesday, the 6th day
of April, 1916, at 12 o'ciock noon,
the police jury will meet Ml the court
bomse in Colfax, in said arish, and
there in puMblic session open the ballot
boxes, examine and count the ballots
both as to number and amount, and ex-
amine and count the returns and de-
lare the reslt of said election and
pronlgate the same.
