Proposing an amendment to Article 210
of the 'onstitution of the State of
Louisiana fixing the qualitications of
holders of oflice.
Section 1. lie it resolved by the Gen-

eral Assembly of the State of Louisi-
ana, two-thirds of all the members elect-
ed to each house concurring, that Ar-
tiole 210 of the Constitution be amend-
ed so as to read as follows:

Article 310. No person shall be elli
gible to any office, State, Judicial. Pa-
rochial, municipal or ward, who is not
a citizen of this State. and a duly quai-
fled elector of the State, Judicial Dis-
trict, municipality or ward; wherein the
functions of the said office are to be
performed; provided, that resident wo-
men over the age of twenty-one years
shall be eligible to hold the office of
Factory Inspector and any office con-
nected with the educational, eleemosyn-
ary, penal and correctional systems of
the State, Parish, Ward, municipality,
or any other political division of the
'State. And whenever any officer. State,
Judicial, Parochial, municipal, or ware,
may change his or her residence from
this State, or from the district, parish,
municipality or ward in which he or srei
holds such offioe, the same shall thereby
be vacated any declaration of retention
of domicile to the contrary notwith-
standing.

Section 2. Be it further resolved,
etc., That this proposed amendment be
submitted to the electors of the State
of Louislana for the approval or re,7er
tion, as required by Article 231 of the
Coathtution of the State of Louisiana
se -the general election laws of this

State in November, 1916.

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposilng an amendment to Article

103 of the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana, relative to pensions for
Confederate veterans. As amended
by Act No. 192 of the General As-
sembly of 1914, and for the purpose
of providing a sufficient revenue for
the carrying out of this article of
the Constitution.
Section 1. Be It resolved by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each House concurring, that
Article 303 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana. as amended by
Act No. 193 of the General Assembly
of 1914, be so enacted as to read as
follows:

Article 305. A pension of like
amount, not to exceed twenty-five doi-
lars ($25.00) per n'onth shall be allow-
ed to each Confederate soldier or sail-
or veteran who possesses all of the
following qualifications:

1. He shall have served honorably
from the date of his enlistment until
the close of the late Civil War, or until
he was discharged or paroled, in some
military organization regularly mus-
tered into the Army or Navy of the
Confederate States, and shall have re-
mained true to the Confederate States
until the surrender.

2. He shall not own property of
more than two thousand dollars valu-
ation.

3. He shall not be salaried or oth-
erwise provided for by the State of
Louisana. or by any other State or
Government. In case he enlisted in
any organization mustered Into said
service as a Loulisiana organization, or
in case at the date of his enlistment
he resided in the State of Louisiana,
he shall have resided In this State for
at least five years prior to his appli-
cation for pension. In case he resid-
ed elsewhere than in this State, and
enlisted in an organization not mus-
tered in from Louisiana, or in the
Navy of the Confederate States, he
shall have resided in this State for at
least five years prior to his applieas-
tion for such pension. A like pension
shall be granted to the widow whe
shall not have married again, in In-
digent circumstances, of such soldier
or sailor, whose marriage to her was
contracted prior to January, 1895; pro-

lvided, that if her deceased husband
served in an organlizatlon mustered in
from Louisiana, or it he resided In
Louisiana at the date of his enlist-
ment, then in order that such widow
shall be entitled to the pension as
herein provided, she shall have resid-
ed in this State for at least five year,
prior to her application therefor; and
if her deceased husband enlisted else-
where than in Louisiana, and served
in an organization not mustered in
from Louisiana, such widow shall, in
order tb entitle her to a pension a -

herein provided, have resided in thla
State for not less than five years pri.
or to her application for such pen-
seion; provided, further, that all wid-

ows who married Confederate soldiers
or sailors a second time shall not be
debarred from the benefits of this Act,
but be entitled to a pension on the
same terms as other widows of deceas-
ed Confederate soldiers or sailors;
provided, further, that pensions, wheth-
er to veterans or to widows, shall be
allowed only from the date of applica-
tlon under this Article, and the total
appropriations for all pensions In any
one year shall be the proceeds of the
annual one mill tax is hereby
levied on all taxable property
in the State, provided said ap-
propriations shall never be more
than an amount sufficient to pay all
pensions for any one year. Any ac-
cruing surplus from said tax fund
shall be held as an accumulating fund
for the Confederate veterans to he ap-
propriated by the General Assembly
for their use and benefit as the
General Assembly may in suture de-
termine, and the collection of any oth-
er tax or the making of any appro-
prlation for pensions in excess of the
amount of the one-mill tax levied and
collected, and to be known as "Con-
federate Veteran Pension Fund." is
hareby prohibited, and said fund is to
be used for no other purpose than that
herein stipulated: and upon the adop'
tion of this Amendment same shall at
once become self-operative, and the
funds derived therefrom be immnidi-
atcly used for said purpose; and pro-
vided, further, that the tax col•.oetors
and assessors shall receive no comn-
missions for assessing and collecting
one mill tax herein provided.

Provided. that nothing In this Arti-
elo shall he construed so as to pro-
hibit the (Cenera A msb.rnhly from pro-
viidln artitl ial limbs to disabled Con-
federate soldiers or sailors.

SA JOINT IRESOLUTIONr Proposing an amendment to the Con-

stitution of the State of Louisiana,
I providing for the funding of certain

debts of the City of Shreveport, and
Judgments against the said city, the1 issuance of serial bonds by said city,

providing the purpose for and the
manner in which same may be Is-
sued, and the duties of the City
Council of the City of Shreveport,
with reference thereto: and the levy-
ing by the City Council of Shreve-
port of certain taxes to retire the
bonds as issued herein, by said city;
and providing for the submission of
said amendment to the electors of
the State for their approval or re-

p jection.
Be it enacted by the General Assem-

bly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of the members elected to each
branch thereof concurring, that, sub-
ject to the ratification and approval of
the eleteors of this State, the Consti-
tution of the State be amended by in-
corporating therein the following pro-
visions, to-wit:

Section 1. The City of Shreveport,
by a four-fifths vote of all the mem-
bers of the City Council thereof, shall
have power and is hereby authorized
to issue $500,000 of bonds, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, to be
styled City of Shreveport Serial Gold
Bonds, and to bear such rate of inter-
est as the City Council may fix from
time to time, as each installment of
the said bonds is offered for sale, as
hereafter provided; said rate of Inter-
eat at no time to exceed 5 per cent
per annum, payable semi-annually.

Section 2. The proceeds of said
bonds shall be applied to the pay-
ment and retirement of all certificates
of indebtedness issued by the City of
Shreveport prior to May 1, 1916, and
to the payment of all judgments ren-
dered against said city prior to May
1, 1916.

Section 8. All bonds issued under
this amendment shall be in such form,
terms and denominations, and payable
at such times and places, within a pe-
ri od of not exceeding forty years from
the date thereof, as the City Council of
Shreveport shall determine. Said
bonds shall be issued in serial form
and shall be payable in annual in-
stallments, commencing not more than
one year from their respective dates,
and the Installment payable in each
year shall be so fixed that when the
annual Interest is added thereto, the
several annual total amounts of prin-
clpal and interest to be paid shall be
as nearly equal as practicable.

Said bonds shall be signed by the
Mayor and the Secretary-Treasurer of
the City of Shreveport, and counter-
signed by the Commissioners of Ac-
counts and Finances, and the coupons
shall have the fac-simile signatures
of the Mayor and Secretary-Treasurer.
In case any sucih officer whose signa-
ture or counter-signature, who ap-
pears on such bond or coupon, shall
cease to be such officer before deliv-
ery of said bond or coupon to the pur-
chaser, such signature or counter-sig-
nature shall nevertheless be valid for
all purposes,

Section 4. The principal and Inter-
est of all bonds authorized by this
amendment shall be payable in gold
'etn of the United States of America
o0 its equivalent, of tile standard
weight and finepsess at the time of the
issuance thereof, and shall be exempt
from all forms of taxation.

Section 5. The full faith and credit
of the City of Shreveport are pledged
for the payment of principal and in-
terest of all bonds issued under this
amendment. The principal and Inter-
est of all bonds authorized and to be
issued under this amendment shall be
paid out of tax which shall be levied
annually by the City Council of
Shreveport, upon all taxable property
in said city, sufficient to provide for
the payment of the principal and in-
terest of said bonds as they respective-
ly become due. T~he tax so levied is to
be in excess of the general and special
taxes provided for elsewhere in this
Constitution, and is not to be affected
by nor to affect the limitations else-
where contained in the Constitution
as to the issuance of bonds, and the
levying of taxes by municipalities.

Section 6. The provisions hereof
are self-operative, and the City Coun-
cil of Shreveport may by ordinance
carry them into effect.

Be It further enacted, etc., That the
amendment proposed by this Act
shall be submitted to the electors of
the State for their approval or rejec-
tion at the Congressional election to
be held on the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in the month of Novem-
ber, 1916: and there shall be printed
on the official ballot to be used in said
election the words, "For the proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana providing for the

funding of errtain debts of the City of
Shreveport," and the words, "Against
the proposed amendment to the Con-
stitution of the State of IJouisiana pro-
viding for the funding of certain debts
of the City of Shreveport:" and each
elector shall Indicate on tihe ballot cast
by him whether he votes for or
against the proposed amendment.

225 and 226 of the Constitution rela-
tive to assessment and taxation.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each House concurrlnk,
That an amendment to Articles 225
and 226 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana be submitted to the
qualified electors of the State for their
approval or rejection at the Congres-
sional election to be held on the first
Tuesday next following the first Mon-
day in November, of 1916, said pro-
posed amendment to be as follows:

"Article 225. Taxation shall be
equal and uniform throughout the ter-
ritorial limits of the authority levying
the tax, and property shall be taxed
in a manner directed by law; provided
that the valuation of property for the
assessment of State taxes, levied by
the General Assembly and by this
Constitution, may be different from
the valuation fixed for all other pur-
poses: provided, turther, the assess-
ment of all property shall never ex-
ceed the actual cash value thereof:
and provided, further, that the taxpay-
ers shall have the right of testing the
correctness of their assessments be-
fore the courts of justice.

"Article 226. There shall be and Is
hereby created a Board -of State Af-
fairs whose duty it shall be to assess,
for State purposes, all taxable prop-
erty throughout the State of Louis-
lana, It shall have such other author-
ity relative to State assessment, budg-
et, income and expenditure as may be
conferred upon it by the General As-
sembly. The board shall be composed
of three members, who shall be ap-
pointed by the Governor for such
terms as may be fixed by the General
Assembly. The board shall enter upon
its duties on January 1, 1917. The
General Assembly shall have full au-
thority to define the powers and du-
ties of the board and to fix the sala-
ries of the members thereof, Act No.
140. of the General Assembly for the
year 1916, on this subject matter, shall
go Into effect as a statute of the State,
on the first day of January, 1917."
