Last Friday quite a large crowd d

of people wanting to go to the
Grayson Fair but on account of
the scarcity of cars, were not tl
able to get transportation. and, it
in order to releive the situation,
Mr. S. A. Myers secured the ser-
vice of Mr. Derwood Cann's
Overland and went into the jit- V
ney business. On his return
from Grayson, he was coming
into town at an unusual high
rate of speed and on approaching d
the bridge across the bayou J'
on Kentucky street, he found
the way blocked by a waggon L
and team. Realizing that tbe
brakes on his, car were no good b
and it would be impossible for
him to avoid a headon collision
which would possibly result in
the loss of the team, he steered
straight ahead landing at the in
bottom of the bayou off of an ac
embankment ten or twelve feet
high. Fortunately the car did
not turn over but landing head j
first on the bottom. As the car inl
went down, it threw Mr. Myers on
out to one side in the mud and
he came out without even a
scratch. With the assistance of
four mules the car was pulled
out and was found to be just
slightly damaged.

It will be remembered that i
Kentucky street makes a short at
curve to the approah of this bidge e(
and the tree that is standing in tc
this curve obstructs the view of e,
the bridge and a car running at fiu
any speed at all, cannot stop in of
time to avoid a collision afcer a
coming in full view of the bridge a,
and finding it blacked. We would al
suggest that some kind person tl
with an axe remove the tree, that
cars on approaching the bridg:', p
the driver may have full view P
of it in tir,1 e to stop and avoid an a
other occurrance of this kind.
