the stock ranges on the public domiin
may be inereased by legal regulation,
aund finally that high prices of range
animals and better methods will re-

sult in a4 more efficient utilization of |

the available forage, or, in other
words, 4 greater produetion per unit
of forage.

In 1914 it was estimated that no
more than 30 per cent of the new set-
tlers had more live stock than was
necessary to supply them with milk
and milch animals, The situation fn

production of more live stock may be
expected to continue because both
market and agricultural conditions

Other faetors, though of less im-
portance, that should tend o inereisy
the future production of live stock are
greater ceonomny in the use of forage
both on the range and on the farm, thiwe
use of more und higher grude bulls
and better management of the breed-
lug auimals through the year. The
last two, it is sald, offer the possi-
bility of Increasing the calf crop 5 or
10 per cent and the average weight of
4 two-yenr-old steer perhaps 30
pounds,

Where winter feeding Is practiced it
| is believed that a yearling steer will
cost approximately $30 and a “long”
two-year-old $45. In the range sec-
| tions of the Southwest, on the other

hand, the costs may be estimated at
Cfrom $15 to $19 for u yewrling and
!f rom $20 to $25 for u two-year-old.

With sheep there is o similar varis-
tion, In California the cost of pro-
ducing a lamb is placed at $1.55, In
the Southwest at $1.71 sud in the
Northwest at 8182,  In considering
these flgures it must be remembered
that they all may be materially al-
tered by increasing ‘or diminishing the
percentages of births In the herds
and  flocks. Better methods, it is
pointed out, will almost certainly in-
{ crease the ealf and lawb crops and
in this way reduce the cost of pro-
duction per head,

In estimating these eosts the inves-
tigators charged against the stock the
market value in the vicinity of all the
feed consumed, In this way the ne-
cessity of eonsidering the money in-
vested in land apd equipment was
eliminated but, on the other hand, al-
lowing the stock owner a profit on
the feed Increases somewhat the esti-
mated cost of producing animals,  As
the owner might not get his profit on
: the feed if he did not raise stock to
utilize it, the actual profits In stock
raising are probably somewhat greater
than the difference between the mar-
ket price of the animals and the re-
port's estimates of the cost of produe-

1! tion.

The change will be
rradual, it is sald, and only a few

head of stock will be added to a

farm, but ultimately and in the aggre-
gate the increase will be greater than
that which is likely to be accomplished
in any other way. The problem for
the states and the national govern-
ment, it is said, is to aid in the change
by working out a system which will
make such agriculture profitable.

In addition to this ifcrease in the
numbers of farm stock, there s little

| doubt that the carrying capacity of
| the existing ranges can be greatly en-
| larged, This has been demonstrated
| in the national

forests, where Im-
proved methods and regulation have
inereased the capacity of many ranges
from 15 to 30 per cent. This process
should continue for at least ten years

more, and should result in building

up the carrying capacity of the nation-
al forests as a whole by perhaps 13
per cent,

If similar control could be exercised
over the public domain outside of the

' forests, it Is estimated that the capac-

ity of these ranges corld be increased
about 30 per cent. About half of this
would result from the improvement in
the range itself after overstocking
and premature grazing were prevented
and natural reseeding facilitated. The
remainder would follow water devel-
opment, the construction of fences and
the introduction of methods of hand-
ling stock which are out of the ques-
tion as long us the improvement of
conditions on the range merely pro-
vides an incentive for new men to

' PLANS TO PRESERVE MANURE

Put It Together in Water-Tight PIit
Qutside Stable—Of Importance
to Save Liquid.

For horses and dairy cows, perhaps
the best method of preserving the ma-
nure is to put it together into a water-
tlght pit outside the &table, into which
the urine can be drained if sufficlent
bedding i3 not used to absorb it. It
ig important that the urine and the
dung be kept together, as neither by

itself 1s a well-balanced manure.

If cattle are to be kept in stables
or covered sheds, the best method for
preserving the manure s to make the
floors water tight with sliding man-
gers, and use plenty of bedding. The
manure will be kept packed by the
continual tramping of the animals, so
that no loss through heating and fer-
mentation oecurs, and the urine will be
entirely absorbed,

GIVING MEDICINES TO SWINE

By Using Old Shoe With Hole Cut In
Toe, There Is Little Danger
of Strangulation.

If it should be necessary to admin-

| ister medicines to a hog, simply cut

a small opening in the toe of an old
shoe, have an attendant hold hog in
as natural a position as possible, in-
sert toe of shoe in mouth, pour drench
in shoe carefully, and the hog will do
the rest (of course powders should be
liquefied with water), By this method
there i3 practically po danger of
strangulation, no danger of Lreaking
drenching horn or bottle or any other
vessel that may be used, the hog in
trying to eject shoe from mouth will
simply swallow,

RIGHT CARE OF BROOD MARE
