It appears that there wasa consid-
erable public sentiment in favor of the
criminale, and when applieation was
made fu their behalf tor a new ‘trial, &
large body of men, numbering  guite
one hundred, waited ou the Judge and
urged that it ‘be granted. Juodge
Chrisrman, who is said to be one of
the firmest and most *fearless magis-
trates on any beuch, resisted their im-
portunities, whatever they may have
been, aud rejected ever plea for a new
trial.
Judge and the White Caps'sympathiz-
ers took place in the Judge's private
office, and although no report has beeu
maie of the transaction, it is known
that the mission of the White Capper's
fricnds was entirely unsuccessful, so
that mol only was a new (risl not
granted, but bail pending an appeal to
the Supremve Court was refused.
