I went and cat
aut, as I thought, all the cells that
were left, but overlooked one, and the a
next day they swarmed agasin. I would
have put them back, but thought they
were determined to swarm anyhow,
and maybe would rmu away the next
time, and being from one of my fittest
queens, I did not care if they ran for
Inorease, and not much for honey.

So I hived them on one frame ofhoney and one of broad. This little
swarm filled ten frames thirteen and
three-fourths by nine inches, and
stored about one hundred pounds of
surplus honey, which was the most I
got from any one of my colonies. The
one this swarmed from (which was

the queenules one after dividing) built
up the same as the other one, and
stored about eighty pounds of surp'.rs
honey. i

I come to the colony with the old
queen, that filled her hive, threw off a
fine swarm, and stored about eighty
pounds, and I took about forty pounds
from her swarm.

Now I have four colonies, all of
which have plenty of stores for winter,
and I took three hundred pounds of
frst-class honey, which I sold for a

good price, that is, as much as I want
ed to sell

FOR SORTING BEANS.

A Co•veaieot Table Designed for This
Purpose.

All beans, before they go into the
hand of the consumer, are sap-
posed to have been hand-picked;
that .is, carefully looked over and
all the spotted, injured and slit ones
removed. This operation is usually
done while in the hands of the
grower. It is a slow, tedious opera-
tion, as, some years, the beans are so
badly damaged in the field, that it
takesI very active person to carefully
hand-pick four bushels in ten hours'
time; while with a crop secured is
good condition four times that amount
is fitted for market in the time wen-
tioned. In either case it is very tire-
some work, especially with the plan
usually followed, whereas, by the use
of a sorting tab'e, the labor is greatly

lessened. The contrivance shown is
the eagravinK is from a sketch by l.
D. Seook. It consists of two boards
one foot in width and three feet in
length, nailed together and provided
with four legs nailed firmly in position
at the points sho wn. Those in'ront
are three inches shorter than those in
the rear. A hIght railing, two inches
high, is placed iround the edge and
brought to nearly a point in front as
shown in the sketch. At this place a
hole is cnt through the boards and the
marketable beanu, as fast as they ares
looked over, are allowed to fall through
this opening into the spout and thenes
into a pail, basket or other receptacle.
The damaged beans, of course, are re-
moved from the good ones and placed
in separate baskets, which should be
conveniently located, one upon each
side of the table, as an expert always
picks with both bands--Americas Ag-
ricultorist.
