They
are ordinarily planted in rough, shal-
low pine boxes, and spray after spray
is clipped off ns it is needed for bou-
quets, or roots and all are transferred
in clumps for potting. The plants in
the original pine boxea are much less
attractive than the blossom when made
intoa bouguet.

Many thousands of these lilies are
cultivaied in the open air. They may
be set out just as they arrive from Ger-
many at almost any time of year, and
they resist frost with perfect hardi-
ness, The ont-door lilies bloom in the
spring, and continue the season for the
florists after the crop of the forcing
houses has been exhansted. When
these out-door bl s are-exh B
the florists have another resource in
reserve. Thousands of lily pips, on ar
riving from Germany, are ait once
placed in cold storage, amd kept there
at & low temperature, for weeks or per-
haps for monthe. The development of
the plants is thus arrested, and some
weeks before the time when the out-
door bloomers will have been exhaust.
ed, part of the pips on cold storage are
brought forth and either forced im-
doors or permitted to develop normal-
mally in the open air.
