of Nicknnmes.
The brignde of Foot Guards of the
British army do not like to be called
“The Chuckle Chueks,” but for steal
ing hens and ducks in Dublin the peo-
ple of that fine eity gave them the
name, The First Boyal Scots (Lothian
regiment) glory in the name of “T'on-
tius Pilate's Dody Guards,” for they
are the oldest regiment in the nrmy
But I would not like to enter the ser-
geant’s mess of the 21st Royal Scots
fusilicrs and ask them if they were
“The Glencoe Butchers;” such, how-
pver, is the nicknome of the fine regi-
ment, for their records show that they
were in the vicinity of the Glen during
that eruel and cowardly affair. The
s5th king's own “Scots Dorderers™ are
known in the Highland regimenis as
#Cumberland’s Royal Stand-backs.”
This wus the regiment that the Clan
Cameron gave such a cutting up at Cul-
loden. They were then called *Sem-
ple’s regiment.” The Camerons slew
128 of them, That was terrible work,
peeing that they received the charge
of the Camerons four deep, front rank
kneeling.

The Ninth Norfolk regiment delights
in being ealled “The Ninth Holy-boys."
They have carried that pame since the
days of Wellington. The way they
came by it was because they sold their
Bibles in 8pain for wine.

1 stated in n former letter of how the
gallant “42" got the name of “The
Bricks.” The 50th regiment are
known all over the army as “The Blind
Hali-Hundred.” They certainly de-
gerve the nmame, for they charged a
stone wall, taking it for a column of
the French. Bince 1860 the famous
7ist Highland light infantry have been
known as “The Glasgow Keelies,” end,
in Ireland, their sister regiment, the
74th Highlanders, are called “The Lim-
erick Butchers.” During the thoubles
of 1866-"67 they were ordered to cherge
the mob which was pelting stones.
ete,, into their ranks. The order was
quickly obeyed, and many of the rioters
received a touch of their bayonetr;
hence the nickname.

The 28th Gloucesiershire regiment
got the name of “The Old Brags."

The
man whose weight is increasing day by
day, even in the shadow of the gallows,
is not in mental distress, The mind
and body are too closely related for
either to be tormented without the full
participancy of the other.
