said business.

The enplr.nl stock ot tuis Corporation is
hereby fixed at Ten Thousaud Dollars
grsm.um) divided into and represented by

wo Hundred Shares of Fitty Doallars each.
The number of shares 4o be subseribed for
organization shall be thirty (80), and ns
soon as that number shall bave been sab-
serhed and&)ald in fail, the Compaay shali
oTgAnize ab commeuce business. No cer-
tifieate of stock shall be issued until the
enme shall have been fully paid for in cagh
or property. The stock shall be evidenced
hy such certifleates jssued and signed
by such officera as the Roard of Di-
rectors may designate and shall be trans-
ferrable only on the books of the Company.
No transfer of stock shall be valid or ind-
ing unless and until ssme ghatl have been
made and entered on its books, No share-
holder, his heirs, representatives, or
ssa'.glns.nhnu sell or dispose of stock beld
by him in this Corporation until the same
girall have been tendered to the remaining
stockbolders in writing thrnm}h the officer
designated by the BY-LAWS o sa1d Corpor-
ation to receive such tender, who are to
pave sn option on sald stock at the markest
price for s ?eriod of fifteen days.

Said Directors sball serve and  hold
office untal their successors shall have been
elected and qualified nt the first annual
meeting of the share holders as ehove pro-
vided. In ease of a vacaney from death,
resignation of otherwise, the s3id Board of
Directors shall elect a suceessor.

ARTICLE VU
The Board of Directors shall, at their first

meeting after their own election, choose
from thelr own members a President, Vice
President, Seeretary and Treasurer; and
shall have power to fill any vacaneies irom
any cause In their own number or in any of
the officers of this Corporation ; to make, as
well as change, alter or repeal all such by-
laws ot rules and regulations tor the con-
duct and mabagement of the business of the
Corporation as they may deem hest; toap-
point from time to time such officers,
agents, clerks or other employees as they
may see fit, and the same to dismiss at
plensure ; to make and special provisions
