They are to a
man loyal to the idea that the levee
system is the ouly means through
which this Mississippi Valley can be
proteeted from ruin. s

s«(lonsidering that prompt actlion

The Kingfisher Btory Receiving
’ More Confirmation.

A" good many of our readers, we
suppose, are familiar with the “Lake
Providenee kingfisher story.”” which in
the last three weecks has been going
{he round of the prese, and which has
found many doubting Thomases. In
a few words the facts are these: Mr.
R. {I. Hamlin of Bunch’s Bend, in
making his ronnd as inspector, found
one day ou the land side, two feet be-
low Lhe water level, a hole in the levee
six fect deep and three inches in diam-
eter, at the junetion of the Wilson Point
and 'Opossum Point levees. He thought
at firsL some one bad been tryingto
cut the levee, and be put a watchman
near the place. For two days this man
saw no one buta bird going near the
hole. Mr. Hamlin then set a steel trap
in the Lole and caught in it a king-
fisher. Mr. Ransdell, on Mr. Ham-
lin's invitation, wenl there to investi- ]
gate, and found things as told by Mr.
fHamlin, * The Pieayune and Times-
Demoerat got hold of it, and since that
time at least half a dozen letters have
coma here asking unbout the matter.

Mr. C. Laundaur, the special high
water reporter of the Pleayine, tele-
graphed this week to his paper con-
cerning the matter:

«In speaking of the story relalive to
the kingfisher, Major Thompson, who,
after salisfying himself of the truth-
fulness of the bird st Lake Providence,
made inquiries relative to the babits of
the bird and received full eonfirmation
of the affair.© He had frequently seen
this bird, which is quite pretty both in
shape and plomage. It is by no
means scarce, but its habits were not
generally known, even to the frequent-
ers of the woods and swamps, and it
was a standing word among the hunt-
ers that a large reward woulfbe paid
for a kingfisher’s nest. It appears
that the nests are made in decp holes,
from 4 to 15 feet ine depth, which are
excavated by the bird with great
rapiity. These holes are sometimes
straight, but frequently bave a bend in
them near the end, where the execava-
tion is widened into a miniature room,
or cave where the bird deposits it eggs.
It was probably from the fact that a
hole would be a difficult thing to pro-
duce that the large reward has been
offered for the kinglisher's nest. The
afgo are laid on the bare -sand and are
of a clear crystal whitenass. This
bird is very tenacious of the location
of its nest aud Wwill return several
times after it has been robbed of its
eggs. This habit aceonuts for the fact
that the levee guard who trapped the
bird near Lake Providence was en-
abled to do saseven after he had closed
the orifice made by the bird. The
scientitic name of the bird iz Aleedini-
doa, and the species found in this por-
tion ‘of the countlry is thoroughly
aquatic and are fish eaters,”

Mr, Hamlin has since then paid
special nttention to kinglisher holes,
aod he has found several in the levees
and canght another bird that hed made
a hole 8 feet deep.

. We thinuk that every kingfisher
should be killed and a reward offered
for the destruction of this biri.
