Clever Contrficin Made with Agents by
Book FPablishers. a

A correspondent of the Journal
writes to expose the fraud contained
{n many flattering offers made by book
publithers to prospective agents, and
es a great many people are constantly
being made the victims of these com-
tracts, the exposition of the fraud Is
certainly timely. Speaking of the
methods employed by book manufac-
turers to secure agents, and get agency
work done, he says: “They send out
adroitly misleading and grossly deceit-
ful contracts to those who are induced
to open correspondence with them by
the flattering advertisements publish-
ed. “These advertisements promise
large galaries, and in that way entice
many honest employment seekers, The
contracts sent out would appear, to
any one but a lawyer, to promise lu-
crative positions. The conditions are
that the applicant work a month sell-
ing what books he can, makes delivery,
retains commission, and pays for the
‘books. He ig then to take the field at
8 stipulated salary as general agent,
and the ehortage in salary of the
month served is to be allowed. Ths
Ssalary promised 18 from $76 to $125
per month.” Whils he is doing his in-
fitlatory work he may write himself
blind to get some information concern-
&:ﬂ his general agency work. This is
fept back until the month's work is
finished. Then he receives a letter
promising him from $75 to $80 per
month, and the last four months of
the first year $100 per month, salary
pnd expenses to be paid out of the
money gecured by selling outfits to
pgents. The contract sent by a pub-
Pishlns firm requires the outfita to
ibe sold at $3.76 each. Here the scheme
culminates. Though an agent had the
tongue of an angel he could never
make hig expenses selling outfits at
‘that price, Many book firms sell these
same outfits at from 25 to 75 cente. The
contraet, it appears, is a very careful-
ly worded one. Virtually it binds the
agent to work for the firm at a certain
figure, but does not bind the flrm lo
hire him at that figure. The correspon-
dent further eays: “The result of this
scheme s that the book manufacturer
gets work out of many persons, some
of whom leave good positlons to ac-
cept the enticing offer. A lady gave
up her school last year to accept one
of these offers, and when she found
she had been deceived came to Lincoln
to consult her attorney.

POINTS ON FOOD,

There i3 an unholy attraction wbout
phenomenally large specimens of veg-
etables that should be strictly avolded
by the sensible housewife. Abnormal
growths, though they look very well
at a show, are not 80 well on the table.
Much of the flavor is lost in the size,
and the vegetable whatever it may be,
has a tendency to be rough and coarse
in texture. Vegetables and fruits that
have attained a medium size are far
mora likelr to be satisfactory im ths
eating, and they are also more economs-
ical to purchase and to use,

Young housewlives are often puzgzled
that their plea have a knack of sink-
ing dewn in the middle, while those
turned out by more experienced hands
are dome-shaped and sightly. The ex-
planation is that the latter have an in-
verted cup placed in the middle be-
fore the fruit and crust is added. This
cup prevents the frult juice from boil-
ing over and also keeps the pie crust
from falling in. The julce is, by the
time the ple Is served, almost all col-
lected beneath the cup, which must be
raised by the server before sufficient
girup is obtained.

There is no doubt that stewed fruit
iz a most wholesome addition to or-
dinary diet, There are, however, many
persons who- cannot eat it, either on
account of the acidity of the frult or of
the large quantity of sugar required to
make it palatable. Tt ghould be re-
membered that sugar does not counter-
act the acidity of the frult, it simply
disguises it, and if much of it is used
it is apt to interfere with the digestive
organs. Before cooking the fruit,
sprinkle over it a.small pineh of car-
bonate of soda; this renders the dish
more wholesome and certainly more
tasty.

Ag much injury to health may result
from the eating of polsonous fungi un-
der the gulse of mushrooms, it Is al-
ways salest to subject these (so-called)
to some approved test, The simplesi
is to sprinkle salt upon the spongy
part of the fungus and allow this to re-
malin undisturbed for some minutes.
If the mushrooms turn yellow under
the action of the salt they are proved
poisonous; If bldck, they are whole-
some eating. Edible mushrooms have
the spongy parts pinky red, with ghad-
Ings of liver color. The flesh and stem
are white, and the latter {s solid and
round in shape. g
