College Professors and Free Speeeh.
Liberty of speech is so precious that

congress is forbidden by the constitu-
tion to abridge it, and such arrests as
are common in Germany for less ma-
Je ste ar e imp ossible here. There is
danger, however, of carrying this free-
dom too far. "I believe in free speech,"
said the duke of Wellington, "but not
on board a man-of-war," and absti-
sence from ill-t:med speech has given
Gen. de Gallifet, the new war minister
tf France, the appropriate nickname

of Le Grand Muet. The trustees of the
University of Chicago not long since
considered the desirability of restrain-
ing its professors from "undue loquaci-
ty" about controverted public matters.
While the decision was unequivocally
against such restriction, the question
raised deserves consideration, for the
college as •n institution has rights, as
well as the teachers within its gates.
