If the poultry keeper finds fault with
his business for being on a small cale, he
may rest assured that the asme 'rules
which made him successful with a lew
fowls will, if strialy adhered to, enable
him to realize greater profits in more ex-
tensive operations.

Greater attention should be paid to this
department beesise the work of earing
for poultry on the farm may be done by
the less robust members of the family, the
growing boys and girls, and the women
folk if they have any leisure time.
